4.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2006 – 04 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER XXIX OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, ENTITLED LAND USE PROCEDURES.

Summary:  With one abstention, after first reading and introduction of ordinance 2006 - 04, the Mayor and Council Members approved an ordinance amending Chapter XXIX of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights entitled land use procedures.  The revision of the general ordinances is a requirement of the new storm water management regulations from the State Department of Environmental Protection.  The Island Heights planning board had previously reviewed the proposed ordinance and voted to recommend its adoption. Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported that house prices in town have increased 25% over last year.  He also provided a breakdown of the 2006 taxes, copy of which is enclosed with this newsletter.  
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the summer recreation program started on July 10.  She said that the turn out has been great, and the program is going well thanks to the recreation director, Allie Cole and the help of recreation committee members.  Ms. Hershey also stated that the borough engineer is working with the recreation committee on finalizing a plan for grading memorial field in preparation of the new playground equipment installation.  It is expected that the grading will be completed before the new playground equipment arrives in 30 to 45 days. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that tax bills are due out the end of July. By resolution 2006 – 67, no interest will be charged on the August tax bills until after September 8, 2006.

Council Member Brian Hall reported on a meeting with the borough engineer to discuss and finalize the grading at the Police / EOC building.  He also stated that the grading plan for the new recycling center will be completed shortly and should be available for the next meeting.  He then asked Al Gabriel to give a report on a number of issues.  Mr. Gabriel stated that a veteran’s memorial will be installed at Letter Park.  Five flag poles have been donated to the borough by Chip Hilliard.  The following have also assisted with the project:  Steve Doyle, Terry Kempton, and Mike O’Donnell.  All five branches of the Service will be represented at the memorial.  He also stated that one inch netting had been ordered for the pavilion on Central Avenue.  He further stated that there is a pollution problem in the river caused by excessive nitrogen from fertilizers.  A report is forthcoming from the State of New Jersey on this problem and will be made public when available.    
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the environmental committee has seen some membership changes as reflected in the appointments of 7/1/06.  We welcome new members and say thank you to those who have resigned.  A great amount of effort has been spent addressing the best way to protect the borough's environmental health and its ecological heritage which are the byproduct of well managed urban forestry.  The environmental committee wants to make it abundantly clear that we are fully supportive of property rights and any future tree ordinance will protect them.  Mike Lamana, a local forestry expert / arborist with vast experience in drafting tree ordinances gave a complimentary consultation to the committee.  He will continue to assist us with other questions and we thank him for his help.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the library.  The summer reading program is well under way with 75 participants.  Your child can still sign up as there is more than a month left in the program.  About a dozen free ice cream cone coupons have been awarded…so don’t miss out on the fun….and the great book selection.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the grade school.  A new program is coming for August; a band and gym program directed by Mr. Brodbeck and Mr. Czarniewski.  Students interested in playing a musical instrument and participating in physical education can sign up for the August 7th through August 25th program.  It will be held Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 8:30 AM to 11:30 AM.  Band members will have the chance to play in a relaxed band setting then move on to the gym.  Guitar lessons will be offered depending on enrollment.  This program is open to third through sixth graders.  Stop by the school to pick up an enrollment form.   
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that as of this date, there have been 8,295 calls to service for the police department.  Since the last council meeting there have been 85 motor vehicle stops resulting in 59 warnings, 26 summonses and approximately 30 parking summonses on July 4th.  In addition, eight investigation reports have been filed since the last meeting.

First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2006 – 09 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTERS 7-3.4 AND 7.5 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO PROHIBIT PARKING ON SUMMIT AVENUE IN THE VICINITY OF THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL AT CERTAIN TIMES, AND FURTHER DESIGNATING SIMPSON AVENUE TO BE A ONE WAY ROAD IN CERTAIN AREAS. 

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2006 - 09, the Mayor and Council Members approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapters 7-3.4 and 7.5 of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights to prohibit parking on Summit Avenue in the vicinity of the elementary school at certain times, and further designating Simpson Avenue to be a one way street in certain areas.  This ordinance deals with parking on Summit Avenue at the elementary school, and on a portion of Simpson Avenue.
