Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons appointed Council Member Greg Heizler to the property maintenance committee.  This is a mayoral appointment and does not require formal action.    
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the Island Heights recreation committee held a fishing contest for kids on August 5th.  A number of fish were caught, and rods and reels were among the prizes given to contestants.  Ms. Hershey thanked Joe Pellicio and other recreation committee members for organizing the event.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the end of summer recreation party took place on August 18.  The event was at the camp meeting ground.  In response to several requests by town residents, two horseshoe pits have been constructed at the camp meeting area.  Ms. Hershey thanked public works for constructing the pits.  Ms. Hershey also gave an update on the playground project at Memorial field.  Rob Harrington of the recreation committee and Mike O'Donnell, borough engineer, finalized plans for the grading of the playground area. The plan calls for the placement of fill and the use of under drains to drain the water away from the playground area and other playing areas at the field.  The next step is for the borough to get the necessary three bids and choose a contractor to perform the grading work.  The playground equipment is on order.  In addition, Council President Hershey reported that the Island Heights environmental committee met last Wednesday on August 16.  Council Member Heizler and Ms. Hershey both serve on the committee.  Among the topics discussed were obtaining signs for placement in the borough urging residents and visitors not to feed wildlife, an update on the tree ordinance, a discussion of how to dispose of yard clippings, as well as other matters reported by Council Member Heizler.  Another topic that was discussed at the environmental committee meeting was the importance of recycling.  The committee is preparing a one-page flyer that will be inserted in an upcoming newsletter.  The flyer will explain the importance of recycling and also state where residents can go to obtain a sticker to put on cans to indicate that they have recyclables ready for pick-up.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Municipal Alliance Committee (MAC) town wide yard sale is September 30 from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM (rain date October 1 from (9:00 AM to 3:00 PM).  A $10 dollar permit fee is required.  Residents can obtain a permit at borough hall.  Finally, Ms. Hershey encouraged parents to attend a presentation at the Ocean County Library, Toms River branch on September 28th from 5:00 PM to 8:30 PM.  The topic is:  Gangs in Ocean County, What our Community Needs to Know.  Attendees will learn the warning signs of gang affiliation, why kids join gangs and other important information.  Further information can be obtained by contacting the Ocean County library at (732) 349-6200. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on behalf of emergency management.  On June 21st we conducted a table top drill of a lost child on the forth of July.  On July 19th we conducted another table top drill on Hurricane management and evacuation.  On Sept 12th we will be conducting another drill coordinated by FEMA on Nuclear evacuation.  Also, residents that have special needs in the event of emergency please contact Lt. Kevin Arnold (732) 270-3006 if you have not already done so.

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the public works department removed a dead tree at the Island Heights Grade School.  He also stated that the transmission on the mini dump truck needed to be replaced and he would be asking council to approve same at a cost of $1,977.00 (see item #14 above).  He further stated that public works would be replacing two (2) fire hydrants on Garden Avenue.  He then asked Al Gabriel for a report.  Mr. Gabriel stated that the Central Avenue dock needs repairs, boat yard dock needs to be re-nailed in certain places.  He also stated that the upper portion of the Central Avenue pavilion will be screened to keep out the pigeons once the electrical service has been relocated.  The veteran flag poles have been installed and the 9-11 remembrance ceremony will be held at Letter Park on September 11, 2006 at 8:45 AM.  Council Member Brian Hall stated that the coverage of the Central Regional meeting in Manchester by the Asbury Park Press was very one sided.  The Asbury Park Press were contacted but never reported the other side of the issue, and he expressed his dissatisfaction with the Asbury Park Press.      
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that he hoped to have a meeting of the post office committee in the near future.  It was difficult at this time with summer vacations to set up a meeting.  He also talked about stormwater management and stormwater pollution.  He urged residents to look at the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection website with particular reference to notices about feeding of wildlife.   
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association will hold a Doll House Show & Fundraiser on Saturday October 14…part of this fundraiser will be the sale of raffle tickets to win one of two dollhouses or dollhouse furniture.  Watch for more information on kiosk at the Post Office.  Also, the October membership meeting will be held in conjunction with the Island Heights branch of the Ocean County Library on Monday October 16th at the Methodist Church.  The speaker will be Rutgers Professor Michael Aaron Rockland discussing “What’s American about American Things?” …a look at American artifacts and culture.  In addition, Council Member Hyle reported on the Island Heights Grade School.  At last week’s school board meeting, former council member Jim Biggs was named to the board, filling the unexpired term of Lisa Wardle who resigned.  In addition, work has begun on the Ronald T. Remppies Remembrance Garden.  Completion of the reflective garden and outdoor instructional area is expected in mid-September.  Residents may make donations for the purchase of benches, birdbaths, trees, and the gazebo.  As well, pavers that can be inscribed are available for purchase and will be installed in the garden area.  For more information contact Susan Cowdrick: (732) 270-8557.  The Remembrance Garden is being paid for by fundraisers and donations.  As well, the new playground equipment should be in place by the start of school September 7th.  It includes a larger swing set, park benches and a picnic table.  The old equipment was removed for safety reasons per the insurance company.  The recreation equipment is being covered by the school budget.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Island Heights Library.  The new carpet for the library is to be installed Monday through Wednesday, September 25 - 27.  The library will be closed those 3 days.  The Island Heights Branch had a total 92 children sign up for summer reading this year.  Many received a coupon for a free ice cream cone made available from new local business, the Central Beach Cafe.  Programs (for children, teens and adults) will now be advertised at the post office bulletin board in addition to the message board on the new Island Heights homepage.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported on animal control.  A request from Margaret DellaPietro (T/A Shore Animal Services) who oversees animal control in Island Heights; she has been called out several times in the last few months to respond to sick or injured animals only to arrive at the site and the caller is not at home and the animal is not in sight.  Each one of these visits is an expense to our town and involves Margaret’s valuable time.  To be more efficient with both, Margaret requests that if you have to leave the site, or the animal disappears, please cancel the call through the police department.

Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  Year to date there have been 9,540 calls to service.  July:  14 Investigative reports, 143 Motor Vehicle stops, 91 Warnings issued, and 44 Summons issued.  In August to date:  80 Motor Vehicle stops, 30 Warnings and 60 Summons.
