Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons noted that as usual the Rotary left the town cleaner than when Sailfest started.
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that camp out night is Saturday, September 16.  Tent set up time is 7:00 PM.  All ages are encouraged to participate.  Kids under 18 must be accompanied by an adult.  Also, the annual Halloween parade will take place on Saturday, October 28--time will be announced. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported the borough is exploring a shared service agreement with the Borough of Seaside Heights for use of their sand sifter at the Summit Avenue beach.  The sifter was in town today and did a marvelous job.  He also stated that he would be asking council to approve the hiring of two new employees for public works to replace the two who had departed recently.  He also mentioned that the Central Avenue pavilion was examined by a structural engineer and everything was fine.  Ocean County will be working at Long Point to repair some storm damage there.        

Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights Grade School.  The dedication of the Robert Remppies Memorial Garden will be held on Thursday, October 5th at 6:00 PM.  Members of the Island Heights school band and the Central Regional band will be performing.  As of yesterday, 72 dedication pavers have been sold, and will be installed in the garden.  The new swing set is up and swinging…and the playing field was recently graded, with funding for that project donated by school board member Richard Gabriel.  The PTO is holding a fundraising raffle and cocktail party on September 29th.  Contact PTO president Dee Towell for more information.  In addition, Council Member Hyle reported on the Cultural & Heritage Association. The association will hold a Dollhouse Show on October 14th from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM at town hall.  Tickets are $5 for adults and children are free.  Many of the dollhouses are antiques.  There will also be some houses for sale as well as doll house furniture.  There will also be an on going raffle to win one of two dollhouses and dollhouse furniture.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Island Heights branch of the Ocean County Library; just a reminder that the library will be closing for a few days the last week of September (25-27) for carpet replacement.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  Mrs. Hyle extended an invitation to any resident who is 55 years of age or older who would like to learn more about the senior advisory committee, or who would be interested in serving on the committee. Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 10,254 calls so service.  In September there have been 15 investigative reports of 2 assaults, two motor vehicle accidents,  five breaking and entering, two lost or stolen property reports and one each of domestic disturbance, drug arrest, vehicle impounded and unregistered vehicle.  In September there have been 32 Motor vehicle stops.  Residents are reminded that school is now open and we need to be careful of our children.  The school zone is 25 MPH and no warnings will be issued.  The police were commended for the excellent handling of Sailfest.  In addition to our force, a total of 13 officers were on duty.There were no major problems and suggestions including the “roaming kids” issue is being discussed directly with Rotary.

At the 9/11 ceremony, Mayor Siddons gave the following statement.

“Five years ago, on a morning, not unlike this one, we had gone to work with the thought that we, in this country, were safe.  That morning, we lost over three thousand of our loved ones, friends, neighbors, and fellow employees – all civilians.” 

“Five years later, we are here in Island Heights on the beautiful shores of the Toms River to honor those people, some of whom were related to our residents.  We must not forget what happened that day.  The pictures, that we all remember are the buildings being hit by the planes, the people jumping from those buildings to their death, the brave rescue workers saving people and dying in the effort, and the dust storm when the buildings collapsed.  These pictures should be emblazoned on our minds and we must remember that the evil that showed itself that day is still with us.” 

“We are now fighting that evil on foreign shores but each of us has been affected by the events of that day.  We are no longer protected by the security of two oceans.  Since 9/11, we have been assaulted by the pictures of civilian deaths by car bombings and beheadings.  These atrocities are meant to test our resolve and will as a nation.” 

“We must remember September 11th and continue to dedicate ourselves to the fight against terrorism.  For only in that way, will the people that died five years ago not have died in vain.”
