Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported on the Central Avenue dock and Summit Avenue groin.  He stated that the borough engineer will be requested to provide cost estimates for repairing both sites.  He also stated that the borough engineer will be asked to examine all the bulk heads in town, and give a report to mayor and council.  
Council President Karen L. Hershey gave an update on the borough web site, indicating that a new web site will be put up as soon as possible so that town residents can get information about upcoming meetings and events.  Ms. Hershey asked the council for approval to retain a web designer, Bob Holland, to assist with building a new site for a fee of $495.  Regarding recreation, Ms. Hershey reported that the Halloween parade will take place on Sunday, October 29 at 1:00 PM at Letter Park.  Camp out night was a success.  The playground equipment will be arriving soon and plans are underway to grade Memorial Field.  Also, the recreation committee will be holding a baking contest on November 4.  More details will follow.  In addition, Council President Hershey reported that the environmental committee met on Wednesday, September 20.  The committee discussed a number of issues including the borough's stormwater plan, the need for an environmental impact study for proposed development projects, and the problem with erosion along Long Point.  Ms. Hershey advised the committee to submit a report to council with recommendations on these issues.  Ms. Hershey stated the tree ordinance subcommittee is working to submit a draft of the ordinance to the full committee in October. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that a check in the amount of $1,516.37 had been received from Ocean County for the first six months of 2006 for recycling.  He further stated that the borough would be curtailing cardboard pickup from commercial entities and asked that these commercial entities instead bring their cardboard to the public works facility.  On Thursday, a couple of fire hydrants will be replaced on Garden Avenue.  He then asked Al Gabriel to give a report on the River Avenue bulkhead.  Mr. Gabriel stated that 220 feet of the boardwalk will need to be repaired as a result of the recent storm.  He also stated that the borough would be meeting with the county on October 3rd to discus the problem with the bulkhead.    
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the passing of Leo Denlea, an Island Heights Fire Company member.  He also stated that the Central Regional Ad Hoc committee forwarded a letter to Central Regional Superintendent David Trethaway.  Copies of the letter are available at the borough hall.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich stated that he would like to coordinate a meeting with the Island Heights Board of Education to have Mr. Trethaway attend and address concerns of the Ad Hoc committee.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the post office advisory committee had its initial meeting this week.  The committee members are Diane Cullen, Esq., Jim Lennox, Doug Platt, Jim Ryan, Roy Wilkins, Robert Wilber and Greg Heizler.  This initial meeting was used for introductory purposes and to discuss issues involving the post office.  Several members of the community have complained in the past about the level of service at the post office.  Several suggestions have been made with regard to correcting these problems including the utilization of home delivery.  The committee is charged with the task of exploring all of the possible cures to these issues and report the pros and cons of each to the Council.  Mayor Siddons and Mr. Fanning were finally able to discuss the borough's issues with higher ranking US Post Office officials.  Our task will be to follow up on their efforts.  As a preliminary matter we will draft an informal survey to be included in the next newsletter after the next council meeting.  Please look for it, fill it out and deposit it at the proper box which will likely be located in the post office or at borough hall.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the following:  The Cultural & Heritage will hold a Dollhouse Show October 14th from 10:00 AM – 5:00 PM at borough hall.  There will also be an on going raffle to win one of two Victorian dollhouses and dollhouse furniture. The Cultural & Heritage October membership meeting will be held in conjunction with the Island Heights branch of the library on Monday, October 16th at the Methodist Church.  The speaker will be Rutgers Professor Michael Aaron Rockland discussing “What’s American about American Things?” …a look at American artifacts and culture.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 10,787 calls to service.  For September there have been 13 investigative reports:  one assault, four breaking and entering, three thefts, two motor vehicle accidents, one impound and two arrests.  In addition, in September, there have been 36 Motor Vehicle Stops.
