Summary:  On behalf of Mayor Siddons, Council President Karen L. Hershey presented the annual Mayors’ Proclamation issuing curfew regulations during the Halloween season.  It was ordered on the 10th day of October, 2006 as follows:


No one under the age of 18, unless accompanied by an adult will be permitted on the streets after the hour of 8:00 PM from Wednesday, October 25, 2006 through Monday, October 30, 2006 (trick or treat).


No one under the age of 18, unless accompanied by an adult will be permitted on the streets after the hour of 10:00 PM on Tuesday, October 31, 2006 (parade).

It is hereby proclaimed that ghosts and goblins shall be permitted to trick or treat between the hours of 2:00 PM and 8:00 PM on Monday, October 30, 2006.

Resolution 2006 – 77 entitled RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AWARDING A CONTRACT FOR OAK AVENUE IMPROVEMENTS TO EARLE ASPHALT COMPANY
Summary:  The Council President and Members unanimously approved a resolution awarding the 2006 Oak Avenue Road Project.  The project was awarded to Earle Asphalt Company who submitted the low bid in the amount of $107,879.23.  This project is funded by a New Jersey Department of Transportation grant in the amount of $115,000.00. 7.  Adopt Resolution 2006 – 76 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO ENTER INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION.

Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the new web site is up and running, although it is still a work in progress.  Residents are encouraged to check it out at www.islandheightsboro.com or www.islandheightsborough.com.  Ms. Hershey reported that the agenda and meeting minutes will be on the web site before the next Council meeting.  Ms. Hershey also stated that the environmental committee will work with Council member Brian Hall to prepare a fact sheet to be included in the newsletter about leaf and yard waste. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that Ocean County Bridge Department had all but finished the repair to the Long Point bulkhead.  By working with the County Engineering department, Mayor Siddons was able to have an additional  80’ of bulkhead replaced during the repair work.  He further stated that grass clippings and leaves should not be blown into the street as they eventually work their way into our storm drains.  He also stated that we are waiting on one more quote for the grading of the Maple Avenue playground.  He then asked Al Gabriel for an update on the River Avenue bulkhead.  Mr. Gabriel stated that a meeting with the County Engineer resulted in a plan to stabilize the bulkhead with the installation of a whaler along 470’ of bulkhead.  He also stated that the County will provide additional shims to repair the boardwalk.      
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Island Heights Emergency Management participated in the annual nuclear exercise on September 12.  Police, Fire, First Aid Public Works and OEM participated along with the Mayor and Councilman Frankovich.  There were evaluators from FEMA and NJ State Police. The exercise tested our ability to staff the EOC with key personnel within a specified time limit, communicate among all agencies and the State and County, alert the public to an emergency, respond to other emergencies at the same time and implement a large scale evacuation.  We also demonstrated our process to notify hearing impaired residents of an emergency. Our evaluators reported that we met all of the exercise requirements and told us how impressed they were at how well prepared and well equipped we are and how well we work together as a team.  In addition, On October 2, 2006, OEM submitted our updated Emergency Operations Plan to the County Sheriff and State Police.  The Emergency Operations Plan was developed in 1990 and undergoes a complete update and revision every four years.  This update process takes the efforts of all emergency response departments in the borough over a period of six months to accomplish.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich stated that he had received a response from Central Regional Superintendent David Treathaway to the letter that was sent to him by the ad hoc committee.  In that letter Mr. Treathaway stated that he would be glad to inform the committee of the ongoing programs that Central Regional have currently in place to address the issues raised by the committee.  Mr. Treathaway also stated that he would be happy to attend a public meeting to address any questions raised by the ad hoc committee or the residents of Island Heights.  Mr. Frankovich further stated that he had received a letter from Dr. Bruce Greenfield, Ocean County Superintendent of Schools, stating that the special election which was approved by the State Board of Review on the dissolution of the Central Regional School District has been set for Tuesday, March 13, 2007.  
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the Ocean County flu clinic will be held on Thursday, November 16, 2006 from 9:00 AM until 10:30 AM at the borough hall.  In addition, Mr. Heizler spoke about a residents concern with poison ivy at the Wanamaker Field.  He further stated that the tree ordinance is in its final stages and that the next meeting of the Island Heights Environmental Committee will be held Wednesday, October 18, 2006 at the borough hall at 7:00 PM.  
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights School Board.  The dedication of the Robert Remppies Memorial Garden took place last Thursday evening.  It was very well attended and there was a nice article in the Friday Asbury Park Press.  A reminder that all residents are invited to use the garden after school hours.  The PTO thanks everyone who supported its recent fundraising raffle.  It was quite successful.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Cultural & Heritage Association.  The Dollhouse Show is this Saturday, October 14th from 10:00 AM -5:00 PM at borough hall.  Tickets are $5.00 for adults and children are free.  Finally, Council Member Hyle reported on the Island Heights Library.  The new carpet is in and much thanks to town residents for dealing with the week-long closure.  On Monday October 16th, the library will co-sponsor along with the Cultural & Heritage Association a presentation at the Methodist Church at 7:00 PM.  The Topic:  “What’s American about American Things?” …a look at American artifacts and culture. 

Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date calls to there have been 11,393 calls to service.  In October there have been; three assaults, one motor vehicle theft (recovered), two thefts, one property action, one impound, five arrests, one fall victim with injury and one verbal dispute.
