Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the 6th Annual Halloween parade is Sunday, October 29, 2006 at 1:00 PM starting at Letter Park.  There will be a pumpkin patch as well as cider and donuts for all participants.  Also, for the first time this year, each child in the parade will receive a free glow in the dark safety trick or treat bag.  Ms. Hershey thanked the Island Heights Police Department, Fire Company and First Aid in advance for their help with this event.  Also, Ms. Hershey told residents to save the date: Saturday, November 4th.  On that day, the Recreation Committee will hold 2 events--a baking contest at 4:00 PM, and the 6th Annual Bonfire in the evening at Summit Avenue beach starting at 5:30 PM.  More details will follow regarding the baking contest.  In addition, Ms. Hershey indicated that the Environmental Committee met last week.  The tree ordinance subcommittee will present a draft to the full committee at their next meeting on Wednesday, November 15.  Ms. Hershey reminded residents that the new web site is up and running. A link to the agenda was added so residents can see what is being discussed prior to the meeting.
Also, the web designer is working on putting up walking tours for the town.  Finally, Ms. Hershey announced that she is looking for photos to display on the web site.  She invited everyone to send photos.  Photos can be emailed to Ms. Hershey at the address on the web page: Councilmemberhershey@islandheightsboro.com. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that all borough pump stations are being checked at present.  A pump has been replaced at the Lake Drive pump station and quotes will be sought for repairs to the Fletcher Avenue station.  He stated that the basement of the Police / EOC building will be painted next week, and that the lights at borough hall between the municipal building and the meeting hall will be replaced.  He further stated that the old well house (well no. 7) has been removed by public works and that a pile of concrete at the public works garage will be removed by Ocean County.  He also reported on fire hydrant replacement on Garden and Ocean Avenues and the maintenance work currently being done at the water treatment plant.  He further stated that temporary repairs had been made at Simpson Avenue with the removal of a portion of the sidewalk which had collapsed and its replacement on a temporary basis with trap rock.  Leaves will be picked up on Thursday and Friday with half the town being picked up on Thursday and the other half on Friday.  He asked that residents not tie the leaf bags and stated that all bags would be returned.  He also stated that repairs by Ocean County to the Long Point bulkhead is 95% complete and that the repairs needed to the River Avenue boardwalk will be completed this week.  
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that at the annual convention of the Ladies Auxiliary of the New Jersey State Firemen’s Association held on October 7, 2006 in Atlantic City, the following ladies from Island Heights were re-elected to their respective offices:  Florence Kernaghan – Treasurer and Manya Kernaghan – Sgt. of Arms.  The Ladies from the Island Heights Fire Company encouraged other Auxiliaries to donate funds to the Sunshine Foundation.  Other Auxiliaries donated $2,000.  The Island Heights Ladies Auxiliary is known in the state as the “Little Fire Company with a big heart”.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported on Dave Treathaway’s visit to Island Heights.  Mr. Treathaway had responded to the letter dated September 20th and he and Mr. Frankovich are trying to set a date on November 13, 14 or 15th.  The public meeting will be held to address concerns of the Central Regional Adhoc committee.  Specifically the topics are:  Advance Placement Courses, SAT Scores, College Preparatory Classes and Articulation and Outreach on Sending Districts.    In addition, Mr. Frankovich amended and clarified his report from the previous meeting that the new purpose of the Adhoc committee was to provide non-biased information to the public regarding the process of dissolution.  As stated in Mr. Frankovich’s letter, he asked Mr. Treathaway to be prepared to answer questions on dissolution, but only in regard to the process itself.  Not on the validity of one study vs. another or the opinion of one governing body vs. another.    
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  As of year to date, there have been over 11,932 calls to service.  Since the October 10th meeting, there have been one domestic dispute, one fall victim, one weapons recovery, two arrests, one death by natural causes, one motor vehicle accident, one theft, one criminal mischief complaint, two property damages complaints and one impound of a motor vehicle.  There were 73 motor vehicles stopped.

In addition, a letter from a resident was received thanking Officer Patti Burns for her help regarding a personal health incident.  Finally, Mr. Rosenfeld stated that the police committee met and provided great insight and useful suggestions for the department.  This committee, made up of local citizens will meet at least on a regular quarterly basis.
