Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee has finished a draft of the tree ordinance, which will be presented to the full committee for consideration and review next week.  Ms. Hershey also said that the 6th annual bonfire was another success.  She gave special thanks to Antonio's who donated 15 pizza pies for the occasion.  Ms. Hershey also thanked Paul Smith for arranging the bonfire.  Despite the strong wind, there was a good turnout for the Halloween Parade. Ms. Hershey thanked the Island Heights Police Department, Fire Company and First Aid for help with the Halloween parade and bonfire.  In addition, Mr. Hershey reported that the grading of Memorial Field has been completed and the borough is now arranging with the playground company to install the equipment.  Ms. Hershey gave a special thank you to Brian Hall and Rob Harrington for all their hard work with the grading.  Finally, Ms. Hershey reminded residents that the borough is seeking pictures for the photo album on the new web site.  Residents should know that the new web site does provide for e-mail.  Residents can e-mail the mayor and council members.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association:  Holiday Open House to thank members and volunteers…Friday night December 1st at the Cottage Museum from 5:30 PM - 7:30 PM.  Refreshments will be served.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that the Senior Advisory Committee had its first meeting and plans are underway for an afternoon holiday dessert get-together, which will be held on Wednesday, December 13th from 2:00 PM – 4:00 PM at the Central Beach Café.  In the absence of Council Member Fred Rosenfeld, Mrs. Hyle reported on the police department.  Year to date, there have been over 12,544 calls to service.  Since the October 24th meeting, there have been two domestic disputes, two arrests, two death by natural causes, one theft, one property damage complaint and one impound of a motor vehicle.  There were 51 motor vehicles stopped.
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the adhoc committee for the dissolution of Central Regional.  He stated that the superintendent, Mr. Trethaway will be in attendance at a meeting at the grade school on Wednesday, November 15, 2006 at 6:30 PM.  In the absence of Council Member Brian Hall, Mr. Frankovich reported on the new recycling center at the public works garage.  He stated that the site had been cleaned up and that we will be going out to bid for the grading.  The Ocean County Road Department will be doing the paving at the center which is hoped to be completed by the first quarter of next year.  He then called on Al Gabriel for an update on the River Avenue bulkhead.  Mr. Gabriel reported that following an inspection by the county engineer’s office earlier that week it was agreed that the stabilization of the bulkhead was a priority, and that it would be addressed as soon as possible.  The damage to the bulkhead was caused by a blowout tide and he will continue to monitor the entire bulkhead to check for any further movement.
