Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons read a proclamation issued by the Ocean County Office of the Freeholder Director Gerry P. Little and on behalf of the Board commending the citizens of the Borough of Island Heights having joined together in honoring veterans with a display of flags at Letter Park, an effort achieved with much support from Mr. Albert Gabriel, who had the five new flagpoles donated, and arranged the installation with help from the community.  Ocean County hereby honored and commended the citizens of Island Heights for this honorary display for our fallen soldiers who willingly entered harm’s way to fight for our freedoms.
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the environmental committee is reviewing the draft tree ordinance prepared by the subcommittee.  The ordinance is expected to go before the Mayor and Council early next year.
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that Superintendent Mr. Dave Trethaway met in a public meeting on November 15 at the Island Heights Grade School addressing the concerns of the ad hoc committee.  As I was not able to attend I deferred to Councilperson Hyle to give the report.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich also reported that he attended Career Day at Central Regional High School.  Career Day is where alumni of Central Regional sit with students to explain there vocation. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the work at police/eoc building should be completed by the first week of December.  On Wednesday (11/27) and Thursday (11/28) carpet will be installed in the municipal building and the meeting room.  He asked residents to refrain from coming into the municipal building to allow for the carpet installation.  As the public works department will be providing additional pick up of leaves, he requested that residents not bring leaves to the public works facility at this time.  He then asked Al Gabriel for report on the River Avenue bulkhead.  Mr. Gabriel stated that the county has ordered the material for the repair of the bulkhead.  There is approximately 470 feet to be repaired and the county will start as soon as the material is received.  He also stated that there was no further movement of the bulkhead since his last report. 
Council Member Greg Heizler reported on the environmental committee.  Mr. Heizler will be meeting with a representative of "Goose Chasers" on November 29th who will review the geese situation throughout Island Heights.  This is a free evaluation and will result in a free estimate.  This meeting will be helpful in our efforts to address any goose problem which may exist in town.  In addition, Mr. Heizler reported on the post office committee.  Enclosed please find the "Island Heights Post Office Survey".  Please complete it and place it in the box located at the bulletin board in borough hall.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on Central Regional.  Last Wednesday, Dave Trethaway, superintendent of the Central Regional School District, met with residents of Island Heights in response to a request from the ad hoc committee.  For nearly 2 ½ hours before an audience of some 30 residents, Mr. Trethaway and several of his staff; the director of guidance counseling, the assistant superintendent, and the respective principals of the middle school and high school participated in a power point presentation that addressed the four areas of concern as outlined in a recent ad hoc letter to the superintendent.  Mr. Trethaway addressed some of the key test scores for both middle and high school and discussed the “no child left behind” goals, which have been successfully met this year.  He also offered an overview of programs and curriculum in both the middle school and high school which he characterized as “raising the bar” to provide more academic challenge for students, greater emphasis on best practices, and more student accessibility to college prep, honors and advanced placement courses.  He also addressed the steps being taken to increase SAT scores and college preparedness.  Mr. Trethaway also informed the group that a superintendent’s advisory committee is now in place, and will meet 1-2 times each month with representatives from all CR sending districts to work on items of concern such as coordination of curriculum, and community outreach.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Grade School.  Island Heights Girl Scout Troop #140 has been recognized by the Ocean County Girl Scout Council and will be awarded certificates of participation in this year's Girl Scout scarecrow project.  The troop supplied clothing and art materials while the Ocean Council Library - Island Heights branch supplied refreshments, a bale of hay and the space inside the library to display the scarecrows during the month of October.  The library trustees will be at the Island Heights branch library on Saturday, December 2nd with cookies, cider, crafts and the library's ongoing book sale during the Island Heights Annual Christmas House Tour.  The new wireless laptop has been installed at the library for the convenience of patrons using the internet.  A new "PC Plus" computer has been installed.  In addition to internet access, it also features a variety of software programs including a DVD burner and Microsoft Office as well as a scanner. 
Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Cultural & Heritage.  A holiday open house to thank members and volunteers will be held on Friday night December 1st at the Cottage Museum from 5:30 PM - 7:30 PM.  Refreshments will be served. 

Finally, Mrs.Hyle reported that the senior advisory committee reminds our 55+ residents about the free holiday dessert get-together, which will be held on Wednesday, December 13th from 2:00 PM – 4:00 PM at the Central Beach Café. If anyone needs transportation call Betsy Hyle at (732) 831-1060.  In the absence of Council Member Fred Rosenfeld, Mrs. Hyle reported on the police department.  Year to date, there have been over 13,041 calls to service.  Since the November 9th meeting, there has been one domestic dispute, three arrests (two assaults and one warrant), one theft, one property damage complaint, one threat report, one controlled dangerous substance and one house fire.  There were 68 motor vehicles stopped.
