Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported on recreation matters, discussing the new playground and the tree lighting.  Ms. Hershey announced that the new playground is open and lots of kids and adults are already using it.  The new swings are expected next week. Ms. Hershey thanked Friends of Recreation for their generous financial support of the new playground.  She also thanked the recreation committee for all their hard work in bringing the playground project to fruition.  Also recognized was Council Member Hall for being instrumental in helping to complete the grading phase of the project.  Ms. Hershey also reported that this year there was a record turnout for the Holiday Tree Lighting.  She thanked the Ocean County String Band for another great performance, and the Island Heights Fire Company for allowing the Recreation Committee to once again host the event at the fire hall.  This year, Fire Company members Al Gabriel and Robert Wilber lit the tree.  Ms. Hershey also thanked public works for all their efforts to put the new lights on the tree.   Finally, Ms. Hershey wishes to extend a very warm thank you to Mr. Santa Claus who takes time out of this busy schedule every year to visit, and give gifts to Island Heights children at the tree lighting.  He never fails to make the long trip from the North Pole.  The kids are always delighted to see him.
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Ad Hoc Committee met on Tuesday, November 28th.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss items to be placed on the fact sheet regarding dissolution.  Correspondence from Brian Tabota and a request from Joe Lombardi at a council meeting were discussed. They were asking if the Ad Hoc Committee had any plans to coordinate an information meeting from individuals who contributed information to the dissolution process as well as Superintendent's from other school districts that Island Heights may attend in the event dissolution did occur.  Mr. Frankovich responded that the committee felt it was not in the town’s best interest that an open forum for debate on dissolution be endorsed by the Ad Hoc Committee.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich also stated that we were moving forward with the fact sheet and should have it available mid January. 

Council Member Brian Hall thanked Richard Gabriel and the public works staff for their efforts with the holiday tree lighting and Seaside Casino Pier for their loan of a bucket truck to install said lights.  He stated that the fence at Memorial Park, the site of the new playground equipment, will be moved to allow for additional parking.  The recycling calendar of 2007 will only cover the period through September 2007 in anticipation of some changes in the county recycling program which are expected to take affect in October 2007 or January 2008.  The county is spending $22m on improvements to both the northern and southern recycling centers.  In addition, Mr. Hall reported that a fire door will be installed in the basement of the police / eoc building shortly and there will be extra pick up of leaves to ensure the whole town will be covered.  
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the post office survey will continue for another two weeks.  If you have not submitted the completed form, please do so by December 17th. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Senior Advisory Committee reminds all our seniors 55+ that the Holiday Dessert Party is Wednesday, December 13, 2006 from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM at the Central Beach Cafe down near the Pavilion on Central Avenue.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Library.  In addition to the portable laptop that was recently installed at the Island Heights library, they also have a PC Plus station which is a computer with several kinds of software including CD/DVD player, CD/DVD Burners, Adobe Photoshop, Internet Explorer, Dream Weaver Microsoft Excel, Powerpoint, Printshop, Publisher, Word , Textbridge and scanner.  It's created the advantages of a home office right at the library.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 13,574 calls to service.  Since November 15th:  two theft reports, one assault report, one criminal mischief report, one property damage, one motor vehicle accident, three arrests, and one breaking and entering to a dwelling.  In the period from November 21st to December 5th there have been 57 motor vehicle stops.
