1.  Adopt Resolution 2007 – 01 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR APPROPRIATIONS IN THE 2007 TEMPORARY OPERATING BUDGET IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF N.J.S.A.40A:4-19.
Summary:  The Council President and Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for appropriations in the 2007 temporary operating budget in accordance with state law.  The temporary budget is put in place the first meeting of the calendar year.  This budget allows the borough to operate for the first three months of the year while the borough completes the 2007 budget.  The individual departments developed their budgets and the council liaisons submit this information to the budget committee.  The budget committee will submit the budget to council when completed. Summary:  The Council President and Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing the borough assessor / borough attorney to act as agent for the borough in filing or answering petitions of property tax appeals from the residents. 5.  Adopt Resolution 2007 – 05 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF 

NEW JERSEY, APPOINTING REPRESENTATIVES FOR THE 2007 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT.

Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the next meeting of the Environmental Committee is Wednesday, January 17.  Speaking of the environment, Ms. Hershey asked the Island Heights police department to continue to be vigilant in warning residents and Island Heights visitors that feeding of wildlife is prohibited.  Feeding ducks can be harmful to the animal and also contribute to pollution and high bacteria counts in the River and Bay. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Central Regional Ad Hoc committee scheduled to meet on January 4th has been postponed until Wednesday, January 10th. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the next schedule pick up of Christmas trees will be January 11, 2007.  He reminded residents not to drop off materials at the public works garage when the roll off container is not at the facility.  The pigeon netting has been installed at the pavilion with the help of Al Gabriel.  Public works has planted seven (7) trees around town with the help of Mary Judge.  He further stated that repairs had been made to the pump house prior to an OSHA inspection last week.  He also thanked Doug Platt of Emergency Management for making radios available to the public works department.   
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the post office advisory committee will be reconvening next month. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  This newsletter includes a senior survey for our residents 55 and older.  Please take a few minutes to complete the survey and return by mail or by dropping in the survey box inside the entrance at borough hall.  The committee also wants our seniors to mark their calendars for Wednesday, February 14th....Valentine's Day.  We will be hosting another dessert social at the Central Beach Cafe from 2:00 PM – 4:00 PM.  Council Member Hyle also reported on the Island Heights branch of the Ocean County Library.  Please stop by and see all the changes that have been made at the library to better serve our residents.  The newest addition is a rainbow table and chairs set for the children's corner.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported on animal control.  A reminder that pet licenses are due for renewal in this month.  After January 31st, there will be an additional fine each month.  As part of our 2006 Earth Day grant we were able to purchase three doggie bag attachments for a dog's collar or leash.  All residents who register their dogs in the month of January will be entered into a drawing for one of the three prizes...extra incentive to be on time with registration.

Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  As of this date, calls to service were 275.  The total for 2006 was 14, 445.  There was one (1) investigation reported.  Motor vehicle (hit and run).  The total for 2006 was 243 investigation reports.   There were 23 motor vehicle stops.
