Second Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant 2007.

Second reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 01 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTERS 19-2 AND 19-4 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO REGULATE THE LOADING AND UPLOADING OF BOATS AND OTHER WATER VESSELS FROM THE BOROUGH OWNED PROPERTY AND ESTABLISHING A FEE FOR SAME.

Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2007 - 01, with one abstention, the Mayor and Council Members approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter 19-2 and 19-4 of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights to regulate the loading and uploading of boats and other water vessels from the borough owned property and establishing a fee for same. Liaison Reports
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Central Regional fact sheet was mailed on February 2, 2007 and that all three (3) studies were posted on the web site. 
Council Member Brian Hall reported on the Central Avenue and the Ocean Bend water service breaks and commended public works employees for their actions in repairing both of these problems.  He stated that newspaper pick up had been suspended that day as the public works crew had to adjust the ice eaters at the borough docks due to the low water level.  He further stated that there was a meeting with Ocean County officials to discuss upcoming projects for 2007.  These projects include the River Avenue, Simpson Avenue, and Long Point bulkheads.  He also asked that residents not dump garbage at the public works facility.  He further stated that the poison ivy problem at the municipal complex is still being investigated.       
Council Member Betsy Hyle reminded residents that the Senior Advisory coffee get-together is Wednesday, February 14th (Valentine's Day) at the Central Beach Cafe from 2:00 PM – 4:00 PM.  It's free to our residents 55+.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that the Island Heights Cultural & Heritage Association is taking nominations for new trustees.  If you would like to volunteer to serve on the Board, please contact president Jano Taber at (732) 929-1174. Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 1,238 calls to service.  Since our last meeting, there have been 15 investigations and 61 motor vehicle stops.  With the cold weather, residents are cautioned about the safety of the ice on the river.
