Liaison Reports
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee would be meeting on Wednesday, March 21.  Ms. Hershey also reminded residents that the Recreation Committee's Easter Egg Hunt is at 10:00 AM on Saturday, April 7th (rain date Easter Sunday 1:00 PM).  Finally, Ms. Hershey announced that residents can find out about upcoming borough events by accessing the new "Calendar of Events" link on the borough web site.  Residents should click on the "Events" tab. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights First Aid Squad “Annual Easter Flower Sale”.  Please see information at the end of the newsletter.  
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the Laura Lee Power hockey rink will be painted next week.  Additional mulch will be spread at the playground at Memorial Field and a split rail fence will be installed there.  The final details on the layout of the Police / EOC building have been worked out.   The public works department is in the process of filling in potholes in town.  The repair to the River Avenue bulkhead will be starting shortly now that the weather has improved and compost and mulch will be available at the borough garage next week.  Some of the street signs have been installed and the bid for repairs to the pump stations will be opened on April 27, 2007.  Fletcher Avenue pump station will be the first to be repaired.   The 2007 recycling mini grant has been submitted.   The County will make their determination in April and the borough will be notified accordingly.    
Council Member Greg Heizler reported on the progress of the post office advisory committee.  He stated that he has a meeting next week with Joe Procida from the post office and after that a survey will be sent to all residents outlining the options available with home delivery.     
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported the Island Heights School Board voted on Monday to present a flat budget for the 07/08 school year with no increase to the tax rate.  The school will return some monies from surplus again this year.  The School Board is proud of this accomplishment to keep the budget flat considering the increases in utility costs, rising insurance costs and annual salary increases.  Sharing of services with neighboring school districts as well as use of more town services has also helped keep the budget stable.  Exploring new revenue sources has been an effective tool…a local basketball program lease generated about 14-thousand dollars.  The School Board also wanted to reinforce that although there is no increase in the budget, there were no program cuts of any kind.  Please make yourself familiar with the proposed school budget as you will have the opportunity to vote on it in April.  You can contact the School Board secretary or the School Superintendent if you would like to see the budget in detail.  It’s an important vote.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the PTO.  Also during the April 17th elections, you will be voting to fill the three open positions on the School Board.  In order to help you better know those candidates and their positions, the Island Heights PTO is sponsoring a “Meet the Candidates” night on Tuesday, April 3rd at 7:00 PM in the school gym.  The candidates are Jim Biggs, Joe Lombardi and Cindy Morrissey.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported that the Island Heights Community Club wants everyone to know that this year’s annual flower sale will be held on May 3rd, 4th and 5th from 9:00 AM to 6:00 PM at 172 Maple Avenue.  Once again there will hanging pots, single plants and flats.  It’s a popular sale, so you’ll want to get there early.  The monies raised help to fund scholarships for Island Heights students.  Last year, the Community Club awarded six $500 scholarships. 
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been over 2,300 calls to service.  Since our last meeting, there have been 33 investigations and 51 motor vehicle stops.  The new in patrol car computer system is working extremely well.  The police have been able to protect us by monitoring visiting cars which have resulted in outstanding warrant cases, unregistered vehicles and other lists.

Mayors’ Statement on Central Regional (Summary)
Following a question from the audience, the Mayor made the following statements:  
Even though this town was strongly in favor of dissolution (by a 2 to 1 margin) the overall vote in the Central Regional District was 85% against dissolution while only 15% favored it.  This means that the dissolution of the Central Regional Schools was rejected by the voters.  To continue this process would involve legal or legislative action.  Either of these actions could be expensive.  The borough is not in a position at this time to spend the monies required for extensive legal action.  If there are other options available, we would look forward to reviewing that information and making it available to the residents.  However, before taking any action or position, we as the governing body will want to get all the options set forth.  To get this information will probably take several months. Upon getting the facts, it will be necessary to discuss all the information with the school board, and then develop a recommended course of action by the governing body.  In the meantime, I as representative of the governing body will contact the other communities to determine the course of action they are taking.  Also, if the legislature is going to take action which will affect the school system, we will review that information.
