1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 04, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14)

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2007 - 04, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing calendar year 2007 ordinance to exceed the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14.  This ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped portion of the budget to a maximum of 3.5% over the previous year. Adopt Resolution 2007 – 26 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, MUNICIPALITIES IN SOUND FISCAL CONDITION TO ASSUME THE RESPONSIBILITY, NORMALLY GRANTED TO THE DIRECTOR OF THE DIVISION OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT SERVICES, OF CONDUCTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET EXAMINATION.
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing municipalities in sound fiscal condition to assume the responsibility, normally granted to the director 
of the division of local government services, of conducting, the annual budget examination.  Municipalities in sound fiscal condition are allowed to review their budgets in house two out of every three years.  Prior to 1997, the state reviewed every municipal budget every year. Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons gave an update of the Central Regional issue.  He stated that he reached out to Seaside Park Mayor Matthies, but he was not available.  Seaside Heights are still waiting to see what their course of action will be.  There is nothing new coming out of the state at present, but the state will be looking to change the funding formula for the 2008 / 2009 school year.  The Mayor responded to a question raised at the last council meeting dealing with a scenario of a change in the Central Regional funding formula.  This scenario examined the effect a 2/3 equalized value and a 1/3 student population calculation would have on the amounts paid by the sending districts to Central Regional.  The results were as follows:  Berkeley Township would pay an additional $791,279; Ocean Gate $292,816; Seaside Heights would see a reduction of $93,092; Seaside Park a reduction of $959,690; and Island Heights a reduction of $31,313.  The Mayor also noted that the Central Regional budget has yet to be voted on.       
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the Recreation Committee is working on 

preparing a schedule for the use of Memorial field.  Recognizing that there are conflicts with field usage, the Recreation Committee will explore how we can better manage the playing field.  One area that will be discussed at the next 

meeting on April 23 is the use of a permit system.  In addition, Ms. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee is reviewing the borough attorney’s revised tree ordinance.  In the very near future, the Mayor and Council can expect a presentation on the ordinance.

Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the hose test on April 6th on Van Sant Avenue from Laurel to Beach was a success.  Island Heights Fire Department will be participating in the Technical Rescue Team drill on April 22nd at the Methodist Campground, in

conjunction with the East Dover Fire Department. This location was chosen due to the hilly terrain on the south end of the property.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported that the LOSP awards are being processed, and the Island Heights Fire

Department have 21 members that have qualified and the Island Heights First Aid Squad had three.

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the fence at Memorial Field will be installed shortly.  Leaves will be picked up Thursday and Friday this week.  If your scheduled day of pickup is Thursday, you will not be picked up again on Friday.  Hopefully this procedure will allow for the entire borough to be picked up in two days.  Signs are still being installed and the entire list should now be completed.     
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on Earth Day 2007.  The Island Heights Earth Day town clean-up and environmental celebration will be held Saturday April 21st.  There will be an informational flyer included in this newsletter edition detailing the cleanup events, and all the programs for the children at the school gym that same day from 10:30 AM to 12:30 PM.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that Cultural & Heritage would like to invite all town residents to attend the rescheduled presentation by Adrian Fine, the Director of the Northeast Field Office of the National Trust for Historic Preservation on Tuesday May 1st at 7:00 PM at the Methodist Church.  In 1983 Island Heights had a clearly defined historic district designated by the National Trust.  Mr. Fine will give his observations on how that designation can be protected; why that is important to town residents, and what are the pros and cons of historic designation.  Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights PTO.  Save this Date, Saturday May 19th, the Annual PTO Art Auction fundraiser.  This year’s theme is going Hawaiian with what I am told is an “insane” menu, ranging from sushi to pineapple shish-kebab, and much more catered by one of the PTO moms. The event will be held at the Island Heights Yacht Club from 6:00 PM to 10:00 PM…is $30 dollars per person for a full dinner…and it’s BYOB.  Tickets are now on sale and you can get more information from PTO President D-D Towell.  The PTO will be using the monies raised to support additional playground equipment at the school as well as two new SMART boards for the classrooms.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported that one of our local residents, Gale Wayman, was recently honored by the College of New Jersey with an alumni citation award.  Gale was recognized for her leadership in international business development and entrepreneurial mentoring to women around the world.  Congratulations Gale.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported that the Police Committee met last week to review the new budget and schedules, and provided invaluable assistance to the police department.  Part Time officer Alan Scalzullo has reluctantly tendered his resignation to pursue opportunities outside of the law enforcement arena.  The police force will be hiring replacement part time officers to complete the budgeted full compliment in anticipation of the summer requirements.  Year to date there have been 3,078 calls to service.  Since the last council meeting, 53 investigations have been reported and 48 motor vehicle stops.
