1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 06, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING ORDINANCE 91-08 ENTITLED POLICE COMMITTEE.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2007 - 06, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing ordinance 91-08 entitled police committee.  The ordinance sets out the roll of the police committee and also states that there shall be meetings at least every quarter. 2.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 07, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING ORDINANCE 2004 – 06 SECTION 16.2-4 AND SECTION 16-3.1 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCE OF THE 
BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS ENTITLED “WATER AND SEWER”.

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2007 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing ordinance 2004 – 06 section 16.2-4 and section 16-3.1 of the revised general ordinance of the Borough of Island Heights entitled “water and sewer”.  The ordinance increases the quarterly rate charged for 
water from $17.00 to $20.00 and for sewer from $80.00 to $85.00.  The increases are necessary 
as a result of increases passed on to the borough by the Ocean County Utilities Authority, and will amount to approximately $36.00 per year increase for the average water and sewer bill in the borough. First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 08, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A FOUR WHEEL DRIVE POLICE VEHICLE, AND APPROPRIATING $30,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $28,500.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2007 - 08, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the purchase of a four wheel drive police vehicle, and appropriating $30,000.00 therefore and providing for the issuance of $28,500.00 in general improvement bonds or notes to finance the same.  This vehicle will replace a vehicle which was purchased in 2002 and that vehicle will be turned over to the public works department. First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 09, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF CURBS, DRIVEWAY APRONS AND PAVEMENT RECONSTRUCTION ON GILFORD AVENUE, AND APPROPRIATING $170,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $161,500.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2007 - 09, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the construction of curbs, driveway aprons and pavement reconstruction on Gilford Avenue, and appropriating $170,000.00 therefore and providing for the issuance of $161,500.00 in general improvement bonds or notes to finance the same.  This project will be funded by a New Jersey Department of Transportation grant in the amount of $145,000.00. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons discussed the Request for Proposals on the borough website for auditor, engineer and attorney.
Council President Karen L. Hershey reported that the Environmental Committee has prepared a very informative flyer with recommendations about what Island Heights residents can do to protect the water quality in the river and the bay.  It provides some excellent recommendations for protecting our waterfront, including some simple tips on how to reduce pollution from stormwater run-off.  It will be included in the borough newsletter.  Also, the Environmental Committee was pleased that the 10th annual Barnegat Bay Estuary Program festival which took place in Island Heights.  The committee was pleased to participate, and the festival was a great success despite a few raindrops.  A non-profit group, Community Compass has approached the borough and asked permission to hold a 5k race in Island Heights in late September.  While Community Compass is a very worthwhile organization providing food and clothing to those in need, the Recreation Committee respectfully declined their request to the hold the race in town.  September is a big month in Island Heights.  It's when we host the annual Sailfest celebration.  Also, the borough hosts a running event for charity every year in May with the Kiwanis River to Bay 5k.  There is concern about using borough resources to manage these events and concern about precedent.  While we would like to accommodate every worthwhile group that approaches, we cannot say yes to all of them but we certainly wish the folks at Community Compass the very best of success.  The annual borough reorganization will take place on Sunday, July 1st at Memorial Field playground at 12:00 noon, giving us the opportunity to finally have the grand opening of our new playground.  The grand opening will immediately follow the reorganization meeting.  Everyone is encouraged to come that day.  There will be free pizza and soda for everyone.  Mark your calendar, the first camp out night of the season is Saturday, June 23.
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich commented on the Warren Grove fire at Stafford Township.  Island Heights Fire Company responded, and had a crew available for 24 hours.  Mr. Frankovich also reminded everyone that the Island Heights Fire Company Summer Brew is Saturday, June 30th, 2007.  Tickets purchased in advance are $22.00, and will be $27.00 if purchased at the gate.  Mr. Frankovich mentioned that the fire company is always looking for volunteers.  Anyone over 14 is invited to join the explorer post.

Council Member Brian Hall spoke about the replacement and relocation of the oil tank at the Island Heights post office.  He also discussed the possibility of purchasing a used sand sifter for $12,000.00 from the Borough of Seaside Heights to be used at Summit Avenue beach.  He then called upon the borough engineer for a report on a meeting with the Department of Environmental Protection at the former treatment plant on Lake Avenue.  Borough engineer Michael F. O'Donnell, PE, provided an update on the soil stabilization of the Lake Avenue development.  Mr. O’Donnell stated that the rain events in May resulted in a significant growth of grass and the site appears to be stabilized.  Mr. O’Donnell also stated that a meeting was held on site with Ms. Michele Kropilak of the Enforcement Section of the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP).  Present at the meeting were Council member Betsy Hyle, Adrian Fanning, Borough Administrator, Ms. Lucy Bottomly and Mr. O’Donnell.  Ms. Kropilak stated that the NJDEP does not have jurisdiction on the site and soil erosion issues are the responsibility of the Soil Conservation District.  The ditch across Lake Avenue was checked and Ms. Kropilak stated that the soil deposited in the ditch has not affected the water flow and any attempt to remove the silt could damage the vegetation.  She recommended no further action at this time.  After the borough engineer’s report, Mr. Hall continued with his liaison report.  He then that two used Ford Rangers had been acquired from the Ocean County Road Department prior to their annual auction for $1.00 a piece.  One of the vehicles will replace the Dodge pickup.  He also stated that the pigeons have relocated from the Central Avenue pavilion due to the efforts of Al Gabriel and the public works staff.  Temporary repairs have been made to the Central Avenue pier so that it can be used during the summer months.  Also a sewer blockage on Central Avenue had been taken care of by public works staff with assistance from Toms River Municipal Utilities Authority.  The video cameras have been installed at public works.  They are in operation and are recording images.  The police have been catching people dumping at the public works facility after hours, and he asked that this practice cease immediately.  The hydro seeding has been completed behind the public works facility.

Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights Grade School.  With the 2006-2007 school year coming to a close…the student of the year is 6th grader Allyssa Carson and teacher of the year is 6th grade instructor Beth Major.  Congratulations to them both.  Also congratulations to Barbara Owens for her years of service as a first grade teacher at the grade school.  We wish her well in her retirement. 
Watch for the summer edition of the Island Heights Board of Education’s newsletter for information on new staff and the upcoming school year 2007-2008.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  The ”Walk for Health” program is off and “walking”.  Seventeen (17) seniors have officially signed up and are keeping walking logs.  Their miles will be entered into the main state log in the fall as part of the total for Ocean County.  The walking group meets every Wednesday at 9:00 AM at the Central Avenue pavilion.  If you would like to join in and get a pedometer and log, please come by on a Wednesday morning or contact Betsy Hyle.  The next scheduled event for the seniors is an evening at Summit Avenue Beach to learn surfcasting.  The lesson will take place the evening of Wednesday, July 25th from 5:30 PM - 8:30 PM.  Hot Dogs and drinks will be available.  You don’t have to be a senior to enjoy this event.  The committee also accepts with regret the resignation of Nell Thorston from the committee…and thanks her for helping us get started this past year. 
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date there have been 5,679 calls to service, including 119 investigations.  Since our last meeting we have had 16 investigative reports, including 7 arrests (3 drug, 3 alcohol, 1 warrant and 6 impounds).  IN addition, 156 motor vehicle stops.
