Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2007 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending 
and supplementing ordinance 2004 – 06 section 16.2-4 and section 16-3.1 of the revised general ordinance of the Borough of Island Heights entitled “water and sewer”.  The ordinance increases the quarterly rate charged for 
water from $17.00 to $20.00 and for sewer from $80.00 to $85.00.  The increases are necessary 
as a result of increases passed on to the borough by the Ocean County Utilities Authority, and will 
amount to approximately $36.00 per year increase for the average water and sewer bill in the borough.

Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons discussed the status of the Seaside Park lawsuit involving Central Regional School District and the Municipal Governments that comprise the Central Regional School District.  While copies of the proposed suit have been distributed to various residents of the community, no legal service has been received by the borough.  Until that service occurs, the borough can take no action in regard to the suit. After the lawsuit is received, the borough will submit the litigation to the borough attorney and all public statements will come either from the attorney or formal action of the governing body.
Council President Karen L. Hershey reminded residents not to miss the borough reorganization and grand opening of the playground.  The event will take place this Sunday at 12 noon at Memorial Field.  There will be free pizza and soda for everyone.  In addition, Ms. Hershey mentioned that the July 4th parade will take place on July 4 at 10:30 AM at Memorial Field.  Bring your bicycles, floats and pets.  The parade will march from the field to the pavilion where refreshments will be served.  Ms Hershey also reported that Camp Out night this past Saturday was a big success.  It was a beautiful night with more than 100 people and over 35 tents and of course, the giant teepee.  Ms. Hershey also reported that the Environmental Committee met last Wednesday and has put the final touches on the proposed tree ordinance.  Once the committee approves the ordinance, they will present it to Mayor and Council.  The Environmental Committee is looking forward to the new recycling center and recommends that we explore appointing a contact person at each borough building to coordinate recycling.  Ms. Hershey also reminded folks that they should use the borough web site as a resource.  It is continually updated with info about upcoming events and other pertinent matters.  The address is www.islandheightsboro.com, and don’t forget you can contact the Mayor or Council Member via e-mail from that web site. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Island Heights Fire Company Summer Brew is Saturday, June 30th, 2007 at 5:00 PM.  Tickets purchased in advance are $22.00, and will be $27.00 if purchased at the gate.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reminded everyone that signed lithographs of the Ahern Fox are also availble for sale, please contact Brian Hall.
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the pigeon problem at Central Avenue pavilion has been taken care of.  He also stated that the public works crew had cleaned up around the library and borough hall.  He asked Mayor and Council to approve repairs to the sewer jet trailer in the amount of $6,150.00.  He stated that the wind screen had been installed at the tennis courts and that the nets would be replaced in the near future.  He thanked residents for not dumping trash after hours at the public works facility, and stated that the trash cans would be relocated at the River Avenue boardwalk.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that NBC TV broadcasted yesterday evening "The Barnegat Bay Is Dying" dealing with Rutgers' work on the issue of eutrophication in the Barnegat Bay-Little Egg Harbor Estuary.  A link to the video is provided below in case you missed it.

Learn more about the changing landscape of the Barnegat Bay Coastal System on Saturday at Ocean County College in Toms River.  The Jacques Cousteau National Estuarine Research Reserve and Rutgers University, Office of Continuing Professional Education sponsor this presentation.  Changes in land use throughout the Barnegat Bay Watershed have had a profound impact on the coastal system and scientists at Rutgers University are conducting extensive research on the changing health of the bay.  Ecologist and historian Kent Mountford will provide a historical retrospective of Barnegat Bay, detailing its changes over time.  Rick Lathrop and Scott Haag present geographic information system data they have collected on land use changes in the area.  Michael Kennish, Scott Haag and Gregg Sakowicz will report on current research status and trends in the Barnegat Bay - Little Egg Harbor Estuary.  The goal of the presentation is to educate citizens, non-government organizations and local decision makers about the impact people have on the environmental health of the Barnegat Bay watershed and estuary. Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights Senior Advisory Committee.  Just a reminder that the “Walk for Health” group meets every Wednesday at 9:00 AM at the Central Avenue pavilion.  If you would like to join in and get a pedometer and log, please come by on a Wednesday morning or contact Betsy Hyle.  The next scheduled event for the seniors is an evening at Summit Avenue Beach to learn surfcasting.  That will take place the evening of Wednesday July 25th from 5:30 PM to 8:30 PM.  Hot Dogs and drinks will be available.  You don’t have to be a senior to enjoy this event.  The committee also thanks Karen Kier for all her help this past year as she steps off.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle spoke about the Island Heights Library.  Some sprucing up at the Library:  Public Works laid down river rock along the perimeter of the library's gardens…to brighten up the exterior of the building.  They also removed the Central Avenue sign on the building. Its exposure to the weather all these years took a toll on its appearance; it will be stored at the library for historical purposes. The Ocean County Library Facilities department is working on creating a new one.  The Library's Summer Reading Club ---Get a Clue @ Your Library (children's) and Killer Reads (adult)--- is underway.  Read all summer long for a chance to win some great prizes, including free ice cream from the Central Beach Cafe.  Stop by and check out the library calendar, too, for system-wide programs.
Council Member Fred Rosenfeld reported on the police department.  Year to date we have had 5,679 calls to service and 134 investigative reports.  Since our last council meeting we have had 15 investigations including two arrests, two impounds, a fire report, two domestic issues, three lost or stolen property, two motor vehicle accidents, one harassment and one vandalism complaint.  There have been 65 motor vehicle stops.  In addition, Mr. Rosenfeld and the police asked the mayor, council and attorney for help involving noise ordinance and skate boarders.  Current noise ordinances need updating and with the construction in town, the recommendation is that no work begin until 8:00 AM.  Skateboarders are becoming a problem and we need clarification on how to legally protect both the skateboarders and the residents.
