Liaison Reports

Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the police department.  As of this date, there were 11,071 calls to service for the year.  There have been 242 investigative reports for the year, 13 reports since the September 11, 2007 meeting.  In addition, there have been two warrant arrests, two motor vehicle accident reports, three criminal mischief reports, one theft of services report, three vehicle impounds, one harassment complaint, one vehicle fire, one miscellaneous and 81 motor vehicle stops.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported that on Saturday, September 29, 2007 the Island Heights Fire Company Explorer Post will be holding a car wash on the day of the town wide yard sale (September 29), all donations will be accepted.  The Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company Ladies Auxiliary will be holding a flea market and will be serving breakfast sandwiches and lunch with restrooms available.      
Council Member Al Gabriel thanked Tim Cagney for obtaining the new nail gun for the borough.  Mr. Garbriel thanked Dr. Jeanne Pearson for her participation in the 9/11 remembrance ceremony.  He also thanked the Rotary Club of Toms River for their flag donation.  In addition, he thanked Doug Platt for his disaster / evacuation presentation on September 19th.  Mr. Gabriel mentioned that he fertilized the trees along the River Avenue boardwalk as per the Rutgers Agricultural Center.  He further mentioned that the borough received its new nail gun, thanks to Mr. Cagney, which will be used exclusively for the boardwalk.  The nails are on order.  The total lineal feet of the boardwalk to be renailed is 1,500 feet.  The number of nails to be used will be 70,000.      
Council Member Brian Hall reported that he attended a tour of Ocean County recycling facilities.  The grading of the borough recycling center is complete, and the county road department will be in shortly to do the paving.  The recycling containers have been delivered, and the Gilford Avenue road project is complete except for minor restoration work.  He again asked residents not to dispose of sanitary napkins in their commodes as they cause problems with our pump stations.  He stated that he would be looking into providing a water fountain at the tennis courts.  The cost to install the water fountain would be $3,000.        
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that Central Regional Board of Education congratulated their students who finished third in a statewide competition for the best 30 second public service announcement.  The theme of the advertisement was "Manners".  Spirit week will occur on October 9th through October 12th.  The statewide standardized test results have been announced.  The scores shown showed as follows (Central score / state score):  NJASK (7th grade) LANG. ARTS- 77.7% /  80.1% MATH:  60.3% / 66.3%;  GEPA (8th grade) LANG. ARTS 73.4% / 73.7  MATH 73.6% / 68.4%  SCIENCE 85.1% / 78.9%;  HSPA (11TH grade) LANG. ARTS 85.2% / 85.4%   MATH  66.3% / 73.4%.  In addition, Mr. Heizler reported that the post office advisory committee meeting was postponed and is being rescheduled.

Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the environmental committee met last Tuesday.  It was a productive meeting.  The group articulated and reaffirmed their priorities which include public education and raising awareness about stormwater management and recycling.  The group also agreed on the need to finish the tree ordinance.  Toward that end, mayor and council are providing comments on the ordinance, which the committee will review and use to revise the draft ordinance.  In addition, Ms. Hershey stated that the recreation committee had organized a very successful fishing tournament last Saturday.  There were six winners in the children's category and they are: 1st place-MacKenzie Smith with a 10 oz. snapper, 2nd place-Barry Wood, 3rd place-Noah Smith, 4th place- Nicholas Pelliccio, 5th place-Casey Arnold and 6th Place-Mason Kouri.  Each of the winners received a rod and reel which was donated by Murphy's Hook House and Jersey Coast Bait and Tackle.  We very much appreciate their generous donation.  Other fish that were caught include a kingfish and garfish and plenty of snappers.  In the senior category, we also had a winner--Kevin Arnold's Dad who is affectionately known as Bob "Grumpy Gramps" Arnold.  Coming up in October we have the Harvest Bonfire on Saturday, October 20 from 6:30 P.M. to 9:00 P.M. at the Summit Avenue beach.  Also, the Halloween Parade on Sunday, October 28 at 1:00 P.M.  The parade starts at Letter Park.  Be sure to wear a costume.  
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the library is sponsoring a Safe Medication Management seminar on Saturday November 17, at 10:30 A.M. at the Island Heights branch.  Join Michele Rodriguez, Certified Gerontology RN, for a free workshop on understanding your prescriptions, medication interaction and over-the-counter medication facts & fiction.  FREE medication caddy to all participants.  There is limited space and you must register for this session…which you can do on-line or by calling (732) 270-6266.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported that the senior advisory committee would like to thank Doug Platt for his disaster / evacuation presentation last week.  About 35 people attended and many expressed how much they appreciated the power point presentation on the emergency management system in town and in Ocean County.  For many it was a good refresher as well as a forum for new information.  The next senior social event will be a folk dance demonstration at the school gym tomorrow night Wednesday, September 26 at 7:00 P.M. with folk dancer Kathy Batsis.  So please join us.  Next Tuesday, October 2, borough hall will be available for senior events every Tuesday and Thursday from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  We will be having a game day from 1:00 P.M. to 3:00 P.M. with refreshments.  Tuesday’s featured game is scrabble.  Finally, the walking club is now meeting every Monday & Wednesday morning at 8:00 A.M. at the Central Avenue pavilion for those who would like to join in.
