1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2007 – 17, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTERS IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL STREETS AND ROADWAYS UPON WHICH SKATEBOARDING AND OTHER OBSTRUCTIONS ARE PROHIBITED.

Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2007 - 17, with two no votes, the Mayor and Council Members approved an ordinance an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter IV (police regulations) of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights to include additional streets and roadways upon which skateboarding and other obstructions are prohibited. (SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO PROHIBIT CERTAIN CONDUCT REGARDING THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF YARD WASTE.

6.  Adoption Ordinance 2007 – 18.
Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2007 - 18, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter XVII (solid waste management) of the revised general ordinances of the Borough of Island Heights to prohibit certain conduct regarding the collection and disposal of yard waste.  The amendment to this ordinance which was proposed by Council Member Brian Hall, states that sweeping, raking, blowing or otherwise placing yard waste along the street is prohibited, except unless said yard waste is immediately picked up or removed by the property owner and/or the person responsible for such placement. 7.  Adopt Resolution 2007 – 61 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SCHEDULE “C” AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF OCEAN.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an intergovernmental agreement Schedule “C” with the County of Ocean for replacement of bulkheads at the river fronts of various streets, including Simpson Avenue and Long Point bulkhead for an estimated cost of $142,193.00. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported that at this morning’s meeting of the Ocean County Mayors’ Association, Dr. Kelly presented the reasons for having a Cardiac Care Unit at the Community Memorial Hospital.  This unit has been blocked by the state due to the lack of need.  However, Dr. Kelly put forth the reasons that should justify the need for this unit.  In the next month, this information in the form of a slide show presentation will be made available to the residents.  The Mayors’ Association after seeing the presentation passed a resolution backing Community’s application to the state for this unit and requested that each individual municipality also pass a resolution.  In addition, he mentioned as mayor he was in receipt of a request from the League of Women Voters to adopt a resolution adopting the Cool Cities’ procedures and regulations.  Since we are a small municipality and a number of the items may not be applicable to our community, he is meeting during November with the League to discuss the program.  A report and action if necessary will be forth coming in December.

Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the police department.  As of this date, there were 12,601 calls to service for the year.  There have been 281 investigative reports for the year, 19 reports since the October 9, 2007 meeting.  In addition, there have been 10 arrests (six warrant arrests, two driving while intoxicated arrests and two CDS (drug) arrests, three motor vehicle accident reports, one criminal mischief report, one found property report, one miscellaneous report and 78 motor vehicle stops.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reminded everyone that Halloween is next Tuesday, and all motorists should take extra precautions to make sure that all kids are safe on our streets.    
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that the Central Avenue dock is complete.  He stated it was a pleasure to work with Albert Marine Construction.  He urges all residents to go down to take a look at it, walk and enjoy it.  By request of the Adams Family of Central Printing in town, Ocean County and New Jersey flags will be flown for two days (October 30 and October 31) at Letter Park.  These flags will be sent to L Cpl Christopher Monahan, grandson of Linda and Lenny Adams, serving with USMC at AL ASAD Airbase outside of Baghdad.  Chris is a 2005 graduate from Central Regional High School.              
Council Member Brian Hall reported that public works will accept commingled items and mixed paper at the recycling center.  Residents should check in first with public works staff at the center.  They will accept leaves and brush when the new container is delivered.  Computer monitors and related equipment, waste oil, oil filters and antifreeze will also be accepted in the near future.  Maintenance of police vehicles, for the most part, will now be done in house at the public works garage.  Sanitizing of police vehicles will also be undertaken to ensure the health and safety of the police officers.     
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the environmental committee met last Wednesday and a number of topics were discussed.  First, the Mayor and Council provided the Committee with their comments on the tree ordinance.  The group decided to have the tree ordinance subcommittee synthesize and distill the comments, and then have the entire committee work on revising the ordinance.  Also, the Committee is starting a speaker series, which will kick-off on December 13 when renowned Rutgers scientist Dr. Mike Kennish will make a presentation about the state of the Barnegat Bay.  Stay tuned for more details.  In this week's newsletter, there will be an insert about the proper way to dispose of compact fluorescent light bulbs.  These bulbs are energy efficient; however, they do contain mercury and should be handled carefully and disposed of properly.  The Environmental Committee insert has all the details.  The Recreation Committee met on Monday night and they too discussed a number of items.  First, the 7th Harvest Bonfire was a big success.  Many kids and adults were there and everyone had a good time.  The Committee would like to thank Debbie Nayak, owner of Island Café for donating 10 pizza pies, and also thank the fire company, first aid and public works for their help.  Special thanks goes out to Sammy Applegate for his help with clean up after the event.  Another reminder, the annual Halloween parade is this Sunday at 1:00 PM starting at Letter Park.  There will be plenty of cider and donuts for everyone.     * Please come and wear your best costume.  There will also be a pumpkin patch for kids.
Finally, Island Heights Boy Scout Matthew Strawder informed Mayor and Council that he is moving forward with the "Vial for Life" campaign, but is modifying the program to include bags rather than vials.  The Vial of Life is designed to speak for you when you cannot speak for yourself.  The vial contains important medical information that can assist emergency personnel in administering the proper medical treatment.  The information is contained in a form, which is prominently displayed on the door of your refrigerator. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Friends of the Library has reorganized and is looking for your continued support.  Janine Krog, Beth Smutz, Muriel Rosenfeld, Mary Judge and Jayne Baumann are the new committee members.  Friends of the Library work to support ongoing programs and projects for our branch, which also serves as our school library.  Membership fliers can be picked up at the library and also at borough hall in the front lobby area.  Friends will be sponsoring a fundraiser at the library as part of the December 1st House Tour day.  The fundraiser will be a candy and costume jewelry sale…and they are looking for donations in both areas.  If you are interested in helping with Friends of the Library or can donate candy or costume jewelry, please contact liaison Betsy Hyle.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Senior Advisory Committee. She reminded residents that tomorrow night at 7:00 PM in the school gym is our second folk dance demonstration/lesson …it’s a great time.  Another reminder: The Island Heights Flu Clinic will be held on Thursday November 15th from 9:00 AM - 10:00 AM at the borough hall.  Both flu and Pneumonia vaccines will be available.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle stated that the Island Heights Grade School has recently launched its 2007 - 2008 Box Tops for Education fundraising campaign.  Box Tops for Education is a school fundraising program started by General Mills in 1996.  To date, Box Tops has helped America’s schools raise over $200 million to buy the things they need but can’t always afford, such as library books, school supplies and playground equipment.
