1.  Introduction of Ordinance 2007 – 19, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER XXIX OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS ENTITLED LAND USE PROCEDURES.

Liaison Reports

Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the police department.  As of this date, there were 14,072 calls to service for the year.  There have been 305 investigative reports for the year, 25 reports since the last council meeting.  In addition, there have been 12 arrests (five warrant arrests, two operating a stolen motor vehicle, two driving while intoxicated arrests and three CDS (drug) arrests, one motor vehicle accident report, two criminal mischief reports, two lost / found property reports, one miscellaneous report, two theft reports, six motor vehicle impounds, one report of a 6 point buck running the streets of Island Heights, and 149 motor vehicle stops.      
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that the repair work on the boardwalk would start in a couple of weeks.  It had been postponed due to the repairs needed at the water tank and treatment plant.             
Council Member Brian Hall began with a slide show presentation, with the assistance of Council President Michael Frankovich, on the repair work carried out on the water tank and the water treatment plant.  The presentation included pictures of the water tank and treatment plant both prior to and after the necessary repairs had been made.  He stated that residents could expect a return to the borough’s own water supply by Wednesday or Friday, and that they would be notified by reverse 911 when that would take place.  (Water supply was restored on Wednesday, November 21st.)  He also reported that the cardboard container had been emptied and that the shed had been installed at the recycling center.  He reminded residents that leaf bags should be untied and that leaves would be picked up on Thursdays and Fridays.  He further stated that the snow removal equipment had been checked and is in working order and that the new salt container would be coming in December.  The lights for the Christmas tree will be installed by the County. Also, repairs have been made to a piece of equipment at the playground at Memorial Field.  
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the borough is negotiating to obtain a new animal control officer.  The potential candidate is from Popcorn Park Zoo and will respond to basic animal control calls to the exterior of your property.  It looks like there will be a nominal charge for animal removal services inside the home.  All incidents of rabies will likely be deemed a "basic" animal call.     
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that the annual Island Heights Christmas Tree lighting will take place on Sunday, December 2nd at 6:00 PM.  The event will feature the Ocean County String Band and a visit from Santa Claus.  
The Environmental Committee kicked off its first speaking event last Thursday with a presentation by John Haas, recycling coordinator for Ocean County.  The presentation was very informative. On Thursday, December 13 at 7:00 P.M., the Environmental Committee and the League of Women Voters of Ocean County will present Rutgers scientist, Dr. Michael Kennish who will speak on the state of the Barnegat Bay.  Dr. Kennish is an expert on climate change and its impact on the Bay and the regional Atlantic coast.  The event will take place at the First Methodist church. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Friends of the Library will be sponsoring a fundraiser at the library as part of the December 1st House Tour day.  It will be a books, home made candy and costume jewelry sale.  If you are interested in helping with Friends of the Library or can donate anything for the sale, please contact liaison Betsy Hyle at.  And thanks to resigning trustee Maureen Platt for all her volunteer work for the Library Board of Trustees.

In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Senior Advisory Committee.  Next Wednesday, November 28th at 7:00 PM in the school gym is our third in a series of folk dance demonstration/lessons.  Please join us for dance & dessert.  Our second annual Senior Holiday Dessert Get-Together is scheduled for Wednesday, December 12 from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM at the Fellowship Hall at the United Methodist Church.  We had such a good time last year, so please join us for great desserts, coffee, door prizes…and a chance to catch up with neighbors and friends.  In January, the committee is sponsoring a discussion on Identity Theft and Scams presented by Cindy Boyd of the Ocean County Prosecutor’s Office.  The date is Thursday, January 24th at 7:00 PM in the Fellowship Hall at the IH United Methodist Church.  This seminar is open to all town residents, not just seniors as all ages are vulnerable to having information stolen.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Island Heights Board of Health.  The Island Heights Flu Clinic was very successful this year.  Over 120 people were vaccinated.  Special thanks to Board of Health members Claire Cagney who kept the forms coming and Pat Bailey who stuck on all those bandaids.  The Board is now planning for another shots clinic…the rabies clinic is being scheduled for Saturday January 19th…more on that next newsletter.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported that there is an opening on the Island Heights School Board.  The Board has accepted the resignation of Debra Challoner with regret.  Anyone interested in applying for the open position can contact Board secretary Lil Brendel.
