Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons stated that in response to Council Member Hershey’s report on the state of Barnegat Bay, he stated that he has worked with Dr. Kennish over the past six months on Barnegat Bay issues.  He also talked about the damage to the bay due to excessive nitrogen from non-point source and air pollution.  Mayor Siddons stated that he finds Dr. Kennish to be extremely knowledgeable on issues related to Barnegat Bay and urges residents to attend the meeting on Thursday, December 13th at the IH Methodist Church.  
Council President Michael L. Frankovich announced that Santa Claus will be visiting on December 23rd starting around 4:00 PM.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported on the police department.  As of this date, there were 14,721 calls to service for the year.  There have been 322 investigative reports for the year, 18 reports since the last council meeting.  In addition, there have been seven arrests (three warrant arrests, two CDS (drug) arrests, two domestic violence arrests), four criminal mischief reports, one motor vehicle accident report, one theft report,  two motor vehicle impounds, four domestic violence complaint reports, and 54 motor vehicle stops.  Mr. Frankovich also mentioned that the Police Department’s annual food drive was again a success.  Councilman Gabriel and the public works department picked up the food and delivered it to the Church.  Thank you to all who donated!!      
Council Member Al Gabriel introduced Resolution 2007 – 68 waiving of fire inspection fees for vendors participating in an approved special event held by a non-profit organization.
On behalf of Council Member Brian Hall, Council President Frankovich stated that the recycling center will now be open on Saturday’s from 8:00 Am to 1:00 PM.

Council Member Greg Heizler reported that 500 dog and cat tags have been ordered for 2008.  Residents may renew their pet licenses after January 1, 2008.     
Council Member Karen L. Hershey reported that this year's Recreation Committee sponsored Christmas Tree Lighting was a success despite the rain.  She gave a heartfelt thanks to the Island Heights Fire Company for making the firehouse available and to the Public Works Department for the great job they did in putting up the lights.  Also, she extended a special thank you to Santa Claus who takes time out of his busy schedule every year to come to Island Heights.  Ms. Hershey also reminded residents that Dr. Michael Kennish will be speaking at the Methodist Church on Thursday, December 13th at 7:00 PM about the state of the Barnegat Bay.  She also announced that the Environmental Committee is proposing a spring planting of sea grasses along River Avenue from Chestnut Street to Ocean Avenue.  Ms. Hershey and Councilman Gabriel will be working together to make landscaping improvements in that area.  Finally Ms. Hershey extended a friendly reminder to all Island Heights residents--please make sure to pay your tax and water bill.  With the hustle and bustle of the holiday season, it is easy to forget to make the payment. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the library.  A huge thank you to everyone who helped with the library fundraiser last Saturday. The Friends of the Library raised over $200 with the help of donated costume jewelry, books and candy.  A special thanks to Nancy Baker, Barbara Owens and Jayne Baumann whose homemade chocolate goodies were a big hit again this year.  

In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  Our second annual Senior Holiday Dessert Get-Together is scheduled for next Wednesday, December 12th from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM at the Fellowship Hall at the IH United Methodist Church.  Please join us for some Holiday fun!  Also remember to save the date: Thursday, January 24th at 7:00 PM for a discussion on Identity Theft and Scams presented by Cindy Boyd with the Ocean County Prosecutor’s Office.  The presentation will be held in the Fellowship Hall at the IH United Methodist Church…and all town residents are urged to attend.  Mrs. Hyle also reported that the Island Heights Grade School Winter Concert will be held next Wednesday, December 12th at the Fire Hall beginning at 7:00 PM.
