1.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 01 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A TONNAGE GRANT APPLICATION TO THE NEW JERSEY DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION.
Summary:  With one abstention, the Mayor and Council Members approved a resolution authorizing the submission of a tonnage grant application to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection.  This is a yearly application which allows the borough to receive State monies for our recyclable goods. 2.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 02 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR APPROPRIATIONS IN THE 2008 TEMPORARY OPERATING BUDGET IN ACCORDANCE WITH PROVISIONS OF N.J.S.A.40A:4-19.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for appropriations in the 2008 temporary operating 
budget in accordance with state law.  The temporary budget is put in place the first meeting of the calendar year.  This budget allows the borough to 
operate for the first three months of the year while the borough completes the 2008 budget.  The individual departments developed their budgets and the council liaisons submit this information to the budget committee.  The budget committee will submit the budget to council when completed. 3.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 03 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE APPLICATION FOR A MUNICIPAL ALLIANCE GRANT FOR 2009.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing the application for a municipal alliance grant for 2009.  This annual application allows the borough to apply for municipal alliance grant funds provided by the State of New Jersey, through the Ocean County Health Department. Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution establishing a municipal alliance committee on alcoholism and drug abuse.  This annual resolution dedicates the borough along with the communities in New Jersey in a coordinated effort against alcoholism and drug abuse through education and public awareness activities. 9.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 06 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO ENTER INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION.

Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported on a news release from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection dealing with the proposed re-licensing of the Oyster Creek Nuclear Generating Station.  He stated that the plant owner AmerGen has agreed to preserve the 220 acre portion of the Finninger Farms site in Lacey Township, construct a boat launch, parking area for cars and boat trailers, construct a nature center, and improve 5.4 miles of walking trails.  He also stated that the full text of the news release would be included with the newsletter.  In addition, Mayor Siddons stated that residents will see some improvements in the meeting / court room with the installation of an overhead projector and screen.  The project will be completed within a month.  He further stated that only those trained will be utilizing the new equipment.  The Mayor also mentioned that the new server and four computers have been installed in the borough offices.  The new equipment was funded by a grant from Comcast.       
Council President Michael L. Frankovich announced the Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company officers for 2008.  The are Chief Andrew Parks, Assistant Chief Kenneth Balfrey, Captain K.C. Baney, 1st Lieutenant Jon Brodbeck, President Brian Gabriel and Auxiliary President Sue Cowdrick.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 418 calls to service.  There have been 11 investigative reports for the year.  In addition, there have been six arrests (one D.W.I. arrest, one driving while suspended, and four warrant arrests), one motor vehicle accident, one motor vehicle accident report,  four motor vehicle impounds (one impound under John’s Law), and 54 motor vehicle stops.  After the last meeting, there were eleven streetlights out.  GPU called and advised that they had taken care of the lights and that all eleven were fixed.  The follow up report found that three more lights in town were not operating properly again.  The report was faxed to GPU.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported that for the year 2007, there were 15,899 calls to service and 348 investigative reports.  
Council Member Al Gabriel proposed an increase in permit fees within the Construction and Fire departments to cover the cost of the operations.  Mr. Gabriel also reported that new service flags were installed at Letter Park.  A request to borough residents, please use environmentally friendly fertilizers to help protect our waterways, river and bay.  Thank you for your anticipated cooperation.    
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the borough has been awarded a $145,000.00 from the New Jersey Department of Transportation for fiscal year 2008 for the Chestnut Avenue road project.  He also stated that public works will make their last leaf pickup the week of the 28th of January.  Repairs to the water service at Memorial Field have been completed, and re-grading will be done when the weather improves.  Mr. Hall also stated that the new salt dumpster has arrived.  In addition he mentioned that half of the trees received earlier this month have been planted.  The balance of the trees will be planted at the school.  Two water fountains at Memorial Field / tennis court will be installed in the future.  All police four police vehicles are back in working order.  The oil tank for used oil will be installed at the recycling center.  In addition, repairs to the River Avenue pump station have been completed.  Lake and Fletcher pump station repairs will be undertaken in three to four weeks when the pumps become available.  A new recycling calendar will be issued at the end of January.  The borough is at present looking at ways of handling the county mandate which calls for commingling of all types of paper.  He asked residents to drop their Christmas trees at the recycling center rather than have Waste Management pick them up.  This will help cut down on our disposal costs at the landfill.     
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the senior advisory committee.  On Thursday, January 24th at 7:00 PM a seminar on Identity Theft and Scams will be presented by Cindy Boyd with the Ocean County Prosecutor’s Office.  The presentation will be held in the Fellowship Hall at the Island Heights United Methodist Church…and all town residents are urged to attend.  As the New Year brings more to already busy lives, we accept with regret the resignations of Reverend Jeanne Pearson and Mike McKee from the senior advisory committee.  With 2 positions open on the senior advisory committee, we are looking for anyone 55+ who would like to donate some time to planning events and developing programs.  In her never-ending support for our seniors, Pastor Jeanne has offered the use of the youth room at the Methodist Church for senior activities.  We will be taking her up on that offer…with future plans for pool and scrabble tournaments.  Watch the newsletter and bulletin boards.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Board of Health.  The free rabies clinic will be held on Saturday, January 19th at the borough garage at the Public Works complex from 2:00 PM to 3:00 PM.  We accept with regret the resignation of Claire Cagney from the Board of Health…a big thanks to Claire for all her time and services to the board over the past 10 years.  Pat Drapczak, who recently retired after 27 years as a school nurse at St. Joseph’s, has volunteered to be our newest member.  Finally, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Island Heights Library.  A new branch manager has been chosen for the library.  Melissa Ernst will soon join the staff there…starting date to be announced.  Melissa is a school media specialist.
