First Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant 2008.

Summary:  The first public hearing regarding the funding availability from the community development block grant was held.  The purpose of the hearing is to invite comment on the housing and community development needs of the borough for the purpose of submitting an application for funding from the CDBG.  The borough is eligible for projects that aid borough seniors and handicapped residents, such as the removal of architectural barriers and senior dedicated projects. 8.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 11 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO ENTER INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION.

Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported on the Ocean County Mayors’ meeting held earlier that day.  Part of that meeting dealt with the new toll hike proposal for the parkway, turnpike and Atlantic City expressway.  The Governor will be hosting a town meeting at the Ritacco Center on February 2, 2008 to discuss the proposed toll increases.  The Mayor urged residents to attend that meeting.         
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported that the Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company #1 was requesting use of the Summit Avenue Beach for a Surface Ice Rescue Training Program.  For additional details please see the information under “Other Borough Actions”.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 1,217 calls to service.  There have been 17 investigative reports since the last council meeting, and 28 for the year.  In addition, there have been eight arrests (five warrant arrests, one theft arrest-over $3,000, and two motor vehicle arrests), one motor vehicle accident (hit and run), four motor vehicle impounds, two found property reports, one harassment complaint report, one criminal mischief complaint report, one animal complaint report, and 71 motor vehicle stops.  In addition, Mr. Franovich stated that a state grant was filed during the 2007 year for “Body Armor Replacement Fund Program”.  Lt. Arnold was advised that the borough will be awarded $1,152.84.  In addition, Lt. Arnold received notice from the New Jersey Department of Transportation that on November 7, 2007 a resolution was adopted establishing a 30 MPH speed limit for both directions of traffic along River Avenue.
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that he worked on the boardwalk by driving in the nails that were sticking up.  He also removed 90% of the screws that the crabbers had put in to hold their lines. We are asking the crabbers not to install nails or screws to hold their lines as that becomes a hazard.   
Council Member Brian Hall reported that he had received a letter from John Haas, district recycling coordinator for Ocean County.  The letter dealt with enforcement rules that affect the commercial sector, multifamily dwellings, schools and institutions.  The letter stated that the Ocean County Health Department will implement the enforcement of the county solid waste plan.  Fines for non-compliance are $4,500 for a first offense.  This may be reduced up to a maximum of 90% off the base penalty.  He also reported that the Ocean County Road Department is installing new drains on Van Sant Avenue.  The Island Heights Public Works Department is assisting with the project.  The road will be repaved in the spring.  The recycling center is now accepting used motor oil.  The new salt container has been received and is located in the Public Works building.  He further stated that all police vehicles are in working order.  Mr. Hall also attended a recent Environmental Committee meeting to discus recycling issues.    
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  

Reminder:  this Thursday, January 24th at 7:00 PM is the seminar on Identity Theft and Scams presented by Cindy Boyd with the Ocean County Prosecutor’s Office.  The presentation will be held in the Fellowship Hall at the Island Heights United Methodist Church…and all town residents are urged to attend.  Also the next social get-together is Folk Dancing next Wednesday January 30th from 1:00 PM – 3:00 PM at the United Methodist Church in the youth room.  The 2008 Senior Survey for our residents over 55 will be included in this next newsletter.  Please fill it out and return to borough hall.  It helps the senior advisory committee to better gauge what type of activities and programs our senior residents would enjoy.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle reported on the Board of Health.  Thanks to all who donated their time to hold another successful rabies clinic last Saturday…close to 100 dogs and cats were vaccinated down at the borough garage.
