Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported on a meeting the Ocean County Mayor’s had with Governor Corzine prior to his meeting at the Ritacco center.  They discussed his proposal for a toll increase to help offset the states’ debt burden.  The following items were brought to the Governor’s attention:  
1.  No full cost analysis is available for his plan

2.  Residents will have to pay higher costs for all goods coming into Ocean County

3.  The increase in tolls and additional gas costs will make it tough for people to stay in this area

4.  There will be a major affect on tourism in Ocean County

Ocean County Mayor’s stressed the need for reasonable approaches and reasonable answers to the state’s financial situation.  It should be a blended approach.  Revenue from tax increases will go into the general fund.  There needs to be a constitutional amendment to dedicate such increases to offset the states’ debt.        
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that he is soliciting quotes from a private contractor to re-nail the first section of the River Avenue boardwalk.  This will relieve an extra burden on the public works employees who have been dedicated to the excessive number of water and sewer emergency call outs.  Also Mr. Gabriel reported on the String Band building.  He has received several reports and complaints about structural issues.  Mr. Gabriel stated for a fact, that back in 1962 there were problems then when the Fire Co. relocated to their current building.        
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the lease with the post office will expire later this year and that he will be convening a meeting of the post office advisory committee in the next couple of weeks to discuss same.   
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Senior Advisory Committee and the Island Heights grade school are partnering to offer computer classes for our seniors.  The first sessions are scheduled for Wednesday, March 26th and Thursday, March 27th from 9:30 AM -10:30 AM in the school computer lab.  The first session will concentrate on how to surf the internet; the second session is on emailing.  There is room for 12 people at each of the sessions, so it will be first come first serve.  Sign up sheets will be available during business hours at the borough office.  If we fill up, we’ll schedule more lessons.  Special thanks go out to computer teacher Diane Caputo for arranging this intergenerational event.  The next social get-together is Folk Dancing on Wednesday, February 27th from 1:00 PM – 3:00 PM at the Island Heights grade school gym.  A reminder to please fill out the 2008 Senior Survey and return it to borough hall.  If you need another copy, there are extras there as well.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Library.  Our new Librarian, Melissa Ernst, will officially start on Thursday, February 21st.  The Island Heights Friends of the Library is starting a Friends Book Club in March.
