8.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 26 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO ENTER INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION.

Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons thanked Lt. Arnold and Assistant Superintendent of Public Works Jon Brodbeck for their assistance with the repairs to the sink hole on Lake Avenue.  He also distributed to council a proposed resolution supporting the US Mayor’s Climate Protection Agreement and stated that action on this resolution would be taken at the next meeting.  In addition, Mayor Siddons also handed out regulations for the use of borough computers.       
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that the borough is still reviewing the options for our building department.  In addition, Mr. Gabriel stated that a report will be forthcoming in the near future on the String Band building.  He also reported that the borough has received three (3) dozen smoke detectors as part of “Operation 7 – Save a Life” program from the New Jersey Division of Fire Safety.  Any resident wishing to obtain a smoke detector should contact the borough fire official Bill Richert.  If the demand warrants the borough may be able to obtain additional smoke detectors from the Division.   
Council Member Brian Hall reported that an additional $8,100.00 has been approved by the County of Ocean as a matching grant for the Island Heights Recycling Center.  These monies will be used to purchase two (2) additional roll off containers, lighting, and additional fencing at the center.  He asked council to approve a purchase order for repairing both Fletcher Place and Lake Drive roadways as a result of the pump station installation there.  He further stated that leaves will be picked up on Thursday, April 24th and Friday, April 25th.  Two days are needed to cover the whole town, however if your leaves are picked up on the 24th they will not be picked up again on the 25th.  He spoke about the repairs to a sink hole that had taken place on Saturday, April 5th on Lake Avenue.  Two (2) water leaks have been fixed, one at the First Aid Squad, and the other at Ocean Avenue.  The official opening of the Island Heights Recycling Center will take place on Friday, May 2nd at 10:30 AM.  The Island Heights Grade School band will be performing and he invited all to attend.  Mulch will be available at the public works garage, when the County makes it available to the borough.  In addition, all police vehicles are in working order.
In the absence of Council President Michael L. Frankovich, Council Member Brian Hall reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 5,485 calls to service for the year.  There have been 18 investigative reports since the last report was given at the March 25, 2008 council meeting, 112 reports for the year.  In addition, there have been eight arrests (three warrant arrests, two domestic violence arrests, one C.D.S / resisting arrest, two juvenile arrests), four domestic violence reports, two theft reports, two found property reports, two motor vehicle accident reports, one recovered stolen property report (returned to the resident), one road closing (Lake Avenue sink hole), one harassment complaint report, one false report complaint, and 71 motor vehicle stops since the last council meeting.  
Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the Island Heights Environmental Committee presentation by arborist Mike LaMana has been rescheduled to Thursday, May 9.  Mr. LaMana will be speaking about tree preservation, maintenance and gypsy moths prevention.  The program will start at 7:00 PM and take place at the First United Methodist Church. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Island Heights Community Club wants everyone to know that this year’s Annual Flower Sale will be held on May 1st, 2nd and 3rd   (Thursday, Friday and Saturday) from 9:00 AM to 6:00 PM at 172 Maple Avenue. Once again there will be hanging baskets, single plants and flats.  It’s a popular sale so you’ll want to get there early.  The monies raised help to fund scholarships for Island Heights students.  Last year the Community Club awarded six $500 scholarships.  Mrs. Hyle also reported on the Island Heights Senior Advisory Committee.  The next social get-together is Folk Dancing on Wednesday April 30th from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM at the Island Heights grade school gym.  The 6th graders will be joining in on the fun!  As a follow-up to the recent seminar on “Protecting Your Identity”, the senior advisory committee will sponsor a commercial shredder to be located at Town Hall on Thursday & Friday May 15th and 16th.     This will be provided “free until it’s full” to Island Heights residents who need to shred personal documents that include sensitive ID information.  More details will follow in the next newsletter.  In addition, Mrs. Hyle mentioned that the Friends of the Library report that the first Friends Book Club discussion went quite well with eight participants.  The next book has been chosen.  For information and to sign up, stop by the library.
