Introduction of Ordinance 2008 - 06, An ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF CURBS, DRIVEWAY APRONS AND PAVING ON CHESTNUT AVENUE, AND APPROPRIATING $165,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $157,000.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Liaison Reports
Mayor David M. Siddons reported that he has received many compliments on the boardwalk and the recycling center.  He thanked Council Member Hall for an excellent job at the public works building.  Mayor Siddons then introduced Dr. Stan Hales, the executive director of the Barnegat Bay Estuary Program.  Dr. Hales thanked Island Heights for the use of the complex for the fair and then presented a poster for the event. 
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the police department.  As of this date, there have been 6,271 calls to service.  There have been 15 investigative reports since the last report was given at the April 8, 2008 council meeting, 126 reports for the year.  In addition, there were four arrests (one warrant arrest, one C.D.S., one motor vehicle, one assault arrest), one domestic violence report, one breaking and entering report, three found property reports, one miscellaneous report, three motor vehicle impound reports, one assault report, one harassment complaint report, one identity theft report, and 89 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  Mr. Frankovich then asked Lt. Arnold the status of the delivery of the new police vehicle.  The police vehicle is scheduled for delivery at the end of the month.      
Council Member Al Gabriel reported that we are checking into shared services for the Inspection Department with the Borough of Beachwood and should be no additional cost to the borough.  Mr. Anderson will be retained as the Code Enforcement Officer.  At this time permit fees and inspections are down.  Mr. Gabriel also stated that the sea nettles are already back and that the Van Sant Avenue problem has been resolved.
Council Member Brian Hall reported that the spring leaf pickup will only be on April 24th and 25th.  If a resident has leaves after this pickup they may be taken to the Recycling Center located at the Public Works Building on Lake Avenue.  The Grand Opening of the Recycling Center will be on May 2nd, 2008 at 10:30 AM.  The Island Heights Grade School band under the direction of Mr. Brodbeck will be participating and marching from the school to the Recycling Center to start off the Grand Opening.  Mr. Hall also announced the pump station projects on Fletcher and Lake Avenue’s are both complete and that all four (4) police cars are operating at this time.
Council Member Greg Heizler stated that we are proud to announce that the Borough of Island Heights has entered a resolution signing onto the Mayor's Agreement on Climate Change.  Please keep an eye out for a more formal announcement in weeks to come.  There were exactly zero calls to service for the months of February and March by the animal control officer.   
Council Member Karen L. Hershey stated that she wished everyone a Happy Earth Day.  The Environmental Committee has rescheduled the Mike LeMana tree preservation program for May 8th, 2008 at 7:00 PM at the Island Heights Methodist Church and on May 15th, 2008 there will be a guest speaker Patrick Hossay on energy independence and local solutions which will also be held at 7:00 PM at the Island Heights Methodist Church.  More information will be included in the newsletter.  Ms. Hershey further reported that the Environmental Committee will be planting river grass on Saturday, April 26th, 2008 at 10:00 AM.  Volunteers are needed to help plant and the meeting spot is Ocean and River Avenues.  Ms. Hershey thanked Mr. Hall for providing the water truck and Mr. Gabriel for the mulch.  Ms. Hershey stated at the last Environmental Committee meeting the subcommittee finalized the tree ordinance and presented it to the rest of the members.  It is different than the first and the subcommittee is taking into consideration comments from other members and will forward the final copy to the Borough Attorney for his review. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Island Heights Grade School & the Board of Education is happy to announce this year’s Student of the Year honors go to 6th grader Anna DiMarzio, and the Teacher of the Year honors go to Lauren Fuhring, our grade school guidance counselor.  Congratulations to both of them for their outstanding work and contributions.  Mrs. Hyle also reported that the Island Heights PTO will be holding a Spring 50/50 to benefit the Grade School.  Tickets are $10 each and will be distributed to all of the school families upon return from spring break on Monday, April 28th.  There will also be tickets available at borough hall for purchase beginning Wednesday, April 30th. They hope to also sell tickets at the River to Bay race on May 3rd. The drawing will be held at the last PTO meeting on Tuesday, June 10th at 7:00 PM in the large instruction room. They have 1,000 tickets to sell!!  They will also be having a Teacher/Parent vs. Student/Alumni Basketball game in May.  Details next newsletter.  Mrs. Hyle also reported that the Friends of the Library will sponsor an Open House for the new librarian Melissa Ernst on Monday May 19th from 7:30 PM to 9:00 PM.  Join them for refreshments and take a few minutes to say hello to our new librarian in person.   Mrs. Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  Protect Your Identity, the senior advisory committee will sponsor a commercial shredder to be located at borough hall on Thursday & Friday May 15th and 16th.   From 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.
