1.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2008 – 07, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14)

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2008 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing calendar year 2008 ordinance to exceed the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14.  This ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped portion of the budget to a maximum of 3.5% over the previous year. Liaison Reports

Mayor David M. Siddons reported that a company in Russia purchased the old borough domain name which had not renewed.  He wanted the residents to be aware, and directed the borough attorney to send a letter to the company directing them to remove any reference to the Borough of Island Heights.  The Mayor recommends not using this site until the issue has been resolved. 
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police department.  As of this date, there have been 7,614 calls to service for the year.  There have been 10 investigative reports since the last report was given at the May 6th, 2008 council meeting, 151 reports for the year.  In addition, there were four arrests (one warrant arrest, two motor vehicle, one controlled dangerous substance), one psychological evaluation, one impound of a motor vehicle, three reports due to storm damage, one internet theft / fraud, and 71 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  The nation wide “Click it or Ticket” campaign has begun.  Please make sure that you wear your seat belt, it could save you a few dollars and maybe even your life.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich mentioned that the Island Heights Fire Company Ladies Auxiliary is fundraising with a Shop Rite Gift Card, spend $50 and get a $50 Shop Rite gift card.  IHFC Ladies Auxiliary will earn 5% commission on all gift card sales.  Great as gifts or for your personal use, and helps to budget your food dollars. Council Member Brian Hall reported that repairs needed to be made to the roll off truck.  The ring gear on the rear axle needed to be replaced and he asked mayor and council to approve the issuance of a purchase order to ERS Fleet Repair in the amount of $4,050.00.               
Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the recreation committee met on Monday, May 19th.  Due to a scheduling conflict, Camp Out Night has been moved to July 12th.  This year’s Camp Out Night will feature a movie and include a food drive.  Stay tuned for more info.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported a Senior Activities Correction:  As part of the third Wednesdays at the Church series:  Get to know your First Aid volunteers who will be on hand tomorrow Wednesday May 21st from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM in the Youth Room of the Methodist Church to talk about the services offered to Island Heights residents.  There was a miscommunication about times, so the Fire Company will be featured later in the summer or early fall.  REMINDER:  Another Intergenerational Computer lesson is planned for Wednesday May 28 from 9:30 AM to 10:30 AM at the Island Heights Grade School.  A sign-up sheet will be in the lobby of borough hall for anyone who is interested.  Computer teacher Diane Caputo will focus on the Internet again, with some new and fun things planned.  Island Heights Garden Club wants everyone to know that its annual Plant Exchange will be held this year on Saturday, June 7th from 9:00 AM to 12:00 noon at the Children’s Garden here at the Wanamaker Complex.  So bring a plant and swap a plant!  Barnegat Bay Festival is next Sunday June 1…right here at Wanamaker Complex.  As part of the education requirement of the Island Heights Stormwater Management Plan, the borough will be represented at the stormwater exhibit at the Festival.  The Island Heights Board of Education at last week’s meeting voted to have President Robert Wilber write Mayor Siddons asking that mayor and council consider sharing attorneys in regards to the continuing legal matters surrounding the Central Regional School District dissolution attempt.  Citing the potential for significant monetary savings, the letter recommends consideration of the firm currently representing the school board. The Mayor is in receipt of that letter.
