1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2008 – 07, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14)
2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2008 – 07.

3.  Adoption Ordinance 2008 – 07.
Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2008 - 07,  the Council President and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance to exceed the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14.  This ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped portion of the budget to a maximum of 3.5% over the previous year. 4.  First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2008 – 08, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REPLACEMENT OF THE HVAC SYSTEMS AT BOROUGH HALL AND 
MUNICIPAL COURT BUILDINGS, AND APPROPRIATING $15,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $14,250.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Summary:  With two abstentions, the Council President and Council Members approved a resolution to support and participate in the volunteer tuition credit program.  A person who is an active member of a volunteer fire company or volunteer first aid or rescue squad or association in good standing and the dependent children and spouse of a volunteer shall be allowed to enroll in a postsecondary program on a tuition-free basis in a county college, county vocational school or county technical institute and be eligible to receive tuition credit in an amount not to exceed $2,400 for the member, children and spouse; provided that available classroom space permits and that tuition paying students constitute the minimum number required for the course. Liaison Reports

In the absence of Mayor David M. Siddons, Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported that the borough is seeking a statement of qualifications and proposal for the following professionals for the period of July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009:  borough attorney, borough auditor and borough engineer.  Sealed proposals are due on or before June 25, 2008 by 2:00 PM in the borough clerk’s office.  The notice to bidders and instructions to bidders will be posted on the borough’s website on June 11, 2008.   
Council President Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police department.  As of this date, there have been 8,697 calls to service for the year.  There have been 23 investigative reports since the last report was given at the May 20th, 2008 council meeting, 176 reports for the year.  In addition, there were two domestic violence reports, one assault report, six driving while suspended reports, two warrant reports, two criminal mischief reports, four motor vehicle accident reports, one driving while intoxicated & controlled dangerous substance arrest, one attempted suicide, one terroristic threat report, one administrative report, two illegal dumping reports, one found property report, one disorderly house report (borough summonses issued) and 201 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  In addition there were 101 “Click it or Ticket” summonses.  FYI to residents:  Information was passed on to the police department in reference to propane bottles.  Drug dealers and cookers of meth are getting exchange propane tanks from stores that sell or exchange propane tanks.  These people are emptying them of the propane and then are refilling them with anhydrous ammonia.  After they are finished with them, they return them to the store where they were purchased or exchanged.  The stores refill them with propane and then sells them back to their customers.  The problem is that anhydrous ammonia is very corrosive and weakens the structure of the tank.  It can be very dangerous when mixed with propane and hooked up to our grills etc.  Please make all attempts to inspect your propane tank for any blue or greenish residue around the valve area.  If this is found, you should refuse to purchase that tank.  In addition, Mr. Frankovich mentioned that the Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company #1 will be having the 10th Annual Block party “Summerbrew 2008” on Saturday, June 28th, 2008 beginning at 5:00 PM (rain or shine).  There will be live entertainment by “Daddy Pop” and “Newget”.  Beers from around the world, wine and soda, also barbeque, salads, clams and snacks.  Price of admission includes all food and beverages.  Donation:  $22.00 (advance)/$27.00 (door), $12.00 (minor accompanied with adult).  Tickets can be purchased from any Island Heights firefighter.
Council Member Al Gabriel reported on the conditions of the Toms River.  Having spent time on the Toms River from November 1st to April 27th every day he finds the river is going downhill.  He commends Ocean County for their efforts on stormwater runoff.  He stated it would be nice if each municipality on the River followed the County’s efforts to keep the River clean.  Also, for the second half of 2008 Mr. Gabriel will be referring to his campaign slogan the last time he was on council, the slogan was “Restore the Pride in Island Heights”.  That is his goal for 2008. 

Council Member Brian Hall reported that the public works department had directional lines painted at the recycling center.  The police department issued a verbal warning to a resident who had illegally debris at the recycling center.  Public works procured wood chips for the environmental committee for the River Avenue planting.  They also assisted with the Barnegat Bay Festival on June 1, 2008.  He further stated that public works will attempt to procure compost dirt on weekly basis from the county.  Floats have been ordered for the Summit Avenue beach and he also reported on the status of the police fleet maintenance.                
Council Member Karen Hershey reported that the Annual 4th of July Bike Parade will take place on Friday, July 4th at 10:00 AM.  The parade will start at Memorial Field and finish at the Pavilion.  Children, adults and pets are encouraged to attend.  Don't forget to decorate your bike.  Refreshments will be served.  Also, July 12th is camp out night.  This year's camp out night will feature a presentation on astronomy.  Telescopes will be available on site.  All campers are asked to donate a can of non-perishable food for the first- ever camp out night food drive.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the Central Regional Board of Education will be putting on a ballot question in November asking whether the school funding formula should be based on a per pupil cost as against the current assessed value cost.  He also stated that the post office lease is almost finalized.
Administrator Adrian Fanning reported that Mayor Siddons is recovering from his recent heart attack.  The Mayor thanked everyone for their kind wishes and prayers.  It is anticipated that the Mayor will be discharged from Jersey Shore Medical Center and moved to a nearby rehabilitation center within a week.
