2.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – 60 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR THE INSERTION OF A SPECIAL ITEM OF REVENUE IN THE BUDGET OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40A:4-87 (CHAPTER 159, P.L. 1948).

Liaison Reports
Council President Al Gabriel urged residents to attend council meetings to get first hand information instead of second hand.  Also, he is urging council to work as a unit for the betterment of Island Heights.  In addition, Mr. Gabriel mentioned that Island Heights Emergency Management has their newsletter available and will be included with this newsletter.  Also, the Municipal Alliance Committee (MAC), will have trick or treat at borough hall on Thursday, October 30th from 5:30 PM until 8:00 PM with DJ Fred, a flyer will be with the newsletter as well.  In regard to recycling, Mr. Gabriel stated that public works has been in compliance the County “Paper Stream Recycling (All In One Bin)” for quite some time now.  Mr. Gabriel wishes Mayor Siddons a speedy recovery.
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 13,221 calls to service for the police department for the year.  There have been 21 investigative reports since the last report was given at the September 9, 2008 council meeting, 276 reports for the year.  In addition, there were two motor vehicle accidents, two warrant arrests, one disorderly conduct, two domestic violence disputes, three motor vehicle impounds, one driving while intoxicated, four breaking and entering (vehicles), one building fire, one report of assisting Toms River Police Department, one harassment complaint, one Division of Youth & Family Services investigation, one miscellaneous report, one complaint of suspicious person and 77 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  Update:  Charges have been signed on two of the three subjects that were involved with the breaking and entering to vehicles in town.  There were several agencies involved in this investigation and a small “tip” from one of our residents played a major role in this investigation. 
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported that the Senior Advisory Committee has firmed up its Monthly Get-Togethers at the Island Heights Grade School. On the agenda for Wednesday, October 15 - 9:00 AM:  the Donalls share their hostel travel stories, 10:15 AM:  computer class with Ms. Caputo & the 6th grade (limited space, so sign up at town hall), NOON:  lunch, 1:00 PM: yoga and 2:00 PM a speakers’ series.  October Coat Drive:  the Senior Advisory Committee is sponsoring a coat drive during October.  Please donate gently used and cleaned coats for all ages.  Beginning Monday, October 6th and ending Friday, October 31st, you can bring your coats to drop-off points at borough hall and in the front entryway of the Island Heights Grade School.  We are also looking for additional senior advisory committee members.  If interested please call Betsy Hyle.
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that the Island Heights recreation committee will be hosting its annual Bon Fire at Summit Avenue Beach on Saturday, October 18th from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM.  This year, in addition to pizza, marshmallows and other treats, ASTRA, the astronomy club will be in attendance to share visions of the heavens for all interested star gazers.  Island Heights recreation will also be having its annual Halloween parade on Saturday, October 25th.  All ghouls will be meeting at 11:00 AM in the Letter Park pumpkin patch prior to the 11:15 AM parade down to the pavilion for some treats.  A rain date is scheduled for Sunday, October 26th at 1:00 PM should Mother Nature not cooperate.
Council Member Richard Woods suggested that Council review the meeting schedule for 2009.  He thought that Council should consider holding meetings once per month, as is done in July and August.  Having 10 fewer meetings per year could result in savings on administrative and professional costs, as well as the cost of preparation and mailing of the newsletter.  He also asked that the public present its thoughts on this proposal.
