Liaison Reports
Mayor Karen L. Hershey reported that the Asbury Park Press recently named the Island Heights boardwalk as one of the best places to walk, jog and hike in Ocean County.  Mayor Hershey indicated that Mayor David Siddons would have been pleased with that designation since he enjoyed the boardwalk and was proud of the improvements that were made along the waterfront.  Ms. Hershey also said that the council was exploring ideas on how to best recognize and honor the contributions made by former Mayor Siddons. 
Council President Al Gabriel reported the borough should be thinking about cost savings.  The borough public works did an excellent job at the end of Lake Drive by the boat yard ramp.  A great savings to the taxpayers.   The borough reinforced the existing deteriorated bulkhead and backfilled it with 4 1/2” trap rock, 29 tons.  The bulkhead is 74 feet long.  It should last a long time.  Mr. Gabriel further stated that he will be working on a Veteran’s day ceremony starting 2009. 
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 12,256 calls to service entered for the police department for the year.  There have been six investigative reports since the last report was given at the October 28, 2008 council meeting; 317 for the year.  In addition, there was one criminal mischief report, one attempted suicide, one warrant arrest, one motor vehicle impound, one motor vehicle violation arrest, one domestic violence complaint and 31 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  The Island Heights Police Department is going to be collecting food for needy families in our area.  If you would like to donate food, there will be a drop off area located in the lobby of police headquarters and in the borough hall during the months of November and December.  Help another family have a great holiday meal and all donations are greatly appreciated.  Thank you for all your help (see flyer for list of items needed).    
Council Member Betsy Hyle reminded everyone that the flu clinic is Thursday, November 13th from 9:30 AM - 10:30 AM in borough hall.  Also, the
next Senior Get-together is Wednesday, November 19th starting at 9:00 AM at the Island Heights Grade School gym.
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Island Heights Recreation wants to remind everyone that the Baseball Clinic is open to all children of any skill level and will continue every Saturday throughout the winter.  It takes place in the Island Heights Grade School gym on Saturdays at 5:30 PM.  This is the same program as last years where proper stretching, throwing and fielding will be addressed. 
Council Member Richard Woods reported that he is working on a draft of a proposed written policy for materials to be distributed with the newsletter.  Once completed, the draft will be circulated to the mayor and council for review prior to the November 25 regular meeting.
