Liaison Reports

Mayor Karen L. Hershey reported that she supports the Borough’s move forward with an energy audit.  She commented that an audit is a win-win because it will save the Borough money in energy costs and reduce the town's environmental impact.  She further indicated that the Island Heights Environmental Committee is the perfect choice for managing the Borough's self audit.  She called upon the Committee to make the project a top priority and thanked Environmental Committee Chairman Rob Harrington and the members of the Committee for their willingness to spearhead the project.  She said that she and the Council look forward to learning more about the program. 

Council President Al Gabriel reported the Island Heights Garden Club planted Daffodils under the welcome sign at Triangle Park.  The next project will be a planting at Letter Park.  Mr. Gabriel offered the mayor and council a guided tour of 17 projects which need some attention.  In addition, the borough should be receiving two bids installing a beam and leveling same at police headquarters.  Everything is in order to start the boardwalk after the first of the year, weather permitting at no cost to the taxpayers.  The 1150’ of boardwalk will be redecked from Chestnut to Simpson.  It will be a savings of approximately $50,000.00 to the borough, by using borough manpower.  The entire replacement of the boardwalk will take 2,510 planks and 30,120 nails for which nails were already purchased.  The borough will work with the Island Heights Yacht Club to repair their portion of the boardwalk in front of the club which is in very bad condition.  When the project starts it will be buttoned up every night.  There will be no inconvenience to traffic.  The Island Heights Grade School play will be held at the Island Heights fire house on December 10th at 7:00 PM.  Santa Clause will bring apples and oranges.     
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 16,014 calls to service entered for the police department for the year.  There have been eight investigative reports since the last report which was given at the November 6, 2008 council meeting, 325 reports for the year.  In addition, there was one driving while under the influence (with accident) report, one harassment complaint, one theft report, one theft by deception report, one warrant arrest, one motor vehicle accident with property damage, one domestic violence complaint, one urinating in public complaint and 72 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the borough found a beautiful stray German Sheppard in town.  The animal has been taken to Popcorn Park Zoo.  If you know somebody missing a super friendly German Sheppard, please contact Popcorn Park Zoo in Lacey at (973) 824-7080.   

Council Member Betsy Hyle congratulated our Island Heights Board of Education, which was one of only two boards in Ocean County to earn recertification.  To be recertified by the New Jersey School Boards Association, the school board had to earn 12 credits from the association’s academy in areas such as policy, school law and curriculum, as well as participate in a full-day retreat and conduct a self-evaluation. Thank you to all Island Heights residents who donated coats to the Senior Advisory Committee Coat Drive.  Over 90 items (including snow pants, hats and gloves) were delivered today to Visiting Angels in Toms River.  The owner, former Island Heights resident Lori Rathgeber who has been collecting coats for the past 10 years in memory of her son wanted me to share her thanks as well.  Special thanks to Ellie Rogalski and April Elley for helping to bag them up and deliver them…and to all the Senior Advisory members who sorted through the coats to make sure they were clean and ready to be delivered.  If you missed our drive, you can still drop off coats at Visiting Angels at the corner of Irons and Main Street in Toms River.  Our November Senior Get-Together last week was nicely attended…and special thanks to Al and Pat Sherwin who shared their adventurous vacations videos and scrapbooks with the participants.  Everyone especially liked the video of Pat skydiving for the first time.  Our next Senior Get-Together will be a holiday celebration on Wednesday December 17th. Also, Mr. Taboada mentioned that Island Heights Recreation meetings are open to the public and everyone is welcome to attend. He said that he has had prior conversations with Mr. Frankovich and Mrs. Hyle with regard to the issue.  He suggested that Mr. Taboada circulate his comments to the other members for review and comment.
