2.  Water Storage Tank Site Evaluation Study - Discussion.
Summary:  Jack Berens of the firm O’Donnell, Stanton & Associates, the borough’s engineer, gave a presentation on the proposed water storage tank site evaluation study.  He stated that he looked at two sites; one at the existing site and the other at the public works facility.  At the existing site he looked at replacing the water tank at the same location and also adjacent to the existing tank.  He also listed the advantages and disadvantages of all sites under consideration.  He took questions from the mayor, council and members of the audience. Liaison Reports

Council President Al Gabriel reported that after the first of the year, he will be fulfilling one of Mayor David’s wishes; to complete the boardwalk.  It better be done right, because he is sure someone above will be supervising.  Wish all the residents and their families a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.     
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 16,534 calls to service entered for the police department for the year.  There have been eight investigative reports since the last report which was given at the November 25, 2008 council meeting, 332 reports for the year.  In addition, there was one driving while under the influence report, one domestic violence report, one breaking and entering to a home report, one restraining order filed, one motor vehicle operator arrest, one warrant arrest, one fall victim (sidewalk on Ocean), one PES Evaluation and 46 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that the Island Heights Environmental Committee encourages everybody to attend meetings which are held the third Wednesday of every month at 7:00 PM in borough hall.  The Committee also asked that we all familiarize ourselves with the borough's new recycling program.  Recycling allows us to address two major problems facing all of us, pollution and money.  By recycling, not only do we reduce pollution, but we also reduce the borough's dumping costs of our trash.  Even better, recycling allows the borough to earn money through the sale of our recycled materials.  Imagine that, we're earning green for going green.  (Sorry for the hooky slogan but it worked)  Also, if you haven't already done so, please check out our own Recycling Center located on Lake Drive where you can take your recyclable materials such as mixed paper, cardboard, comingled bottles and cans, batteries, auto oil and computers, etc. on your own schedule.  The place is immaculate, efficient and waiting for your arrival Monday - Saturday.  Thank you.
