NEW JERSEY, CANCELLING A CERTAIN WATER/SEWER BUDGET APPROPRIATION BALANCE.

5.  Adopt Resolution 2008 – entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF OCEAN. (966 Reimbursement Program)

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing the execution of a shared services agreement with the County of Ocean (966 Reimbursement Program).  The State Office of Emergency Management has made $1,550.00 available to the borough’s Office of Emergency Management for the purchase of equipment.  The equipment includes a portable radio, digital clocks, and an inflatable pediatric car seat to be used by the first aid squad. Liaison Reports

Mayor Karen L. Hershey reported that Dick Morrison has agreed to continue as the Mayor's designee to the Planning Board.  Ms. Hershey thanked Mr. Morrison for his continued service to the borough.  The Mayor also said that the borough is moving forward with its new online Community Calendar and urged community group leaders to reach out to April Elley with contact information.  She also asked Council member liaisons to reach out to their respective committees to obtain contact information for the calendar.  Once April has contacts for each group, she can work with them to get event information onto the calendar.  In addition, Ms. Hershey appointed George Kotzas, Norm Scheer, Don Roberts and Margie Laratta to the Environmental Committee.  All of these individuals expressed interest in returning to the Committee.  She welcomes their participation.  Finally, the Mayor said the borough is planning to take action on the location of the proposed water tower at the next Council meeting on January 13.  All residents living within 200 feet of the current water tower site as well as the residents living 200 feet near the proposed site at the public works yard will be notified of the upcoming meeting.  Additional information can be found in the insert included with this newsletter and on the borough's web site.  A representative from the borough's engineering firm will be on hand to answer questions.  Borough residents are encouraged to attend to learn about the project and ask questions.
Council President Al Gabriel wished the residents a safe and happy new year.  In addition, the borough will be soliciting bids for the boardwalk lumber, so this can be completed by spring.       
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  As of this date, there have been 16,980 calls to service for the year.  There have been 11 investigative reports since the last report was given at the December 9, 2008 council meeting; 343 for the year.  In addition, there was one suspended driver, four motor vehicle accident reports, two theft reports, one call for assistance from Toms River Police Department, two domestic violence complaints, one warrant arrest, and 28 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  Mr. Frankovich also mentioned that the Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company escorted Santa by fire truck on December 21st.  Residents were greeted by Explorer Scouts and treated with a candy cane.  An outstanding job to the Fire Company and Santa!   
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported of the New Day & Place for the 2009 Senior Get-Togethers.  We will be moving to the third Thursdays of the month…and while still at the Island Heights Grade School we will be meeting in the large meeting room which is used for art, science and school board meetings.
