Water Storage Tank Presentation – Questions and Comments

Summary:  Michael O’Donnell and Jack Berens engineers from O’Donnell, Stanton and Associates gave a presentation on the proposed water storage tank site evaluation study.  The Mayor asked Council Members for their comments on the study and then opened the meeting to questions and comments from members of the public.  The study evaluated three (3) scenarios for the proposed new water tank location; 1. Locate at the existing tank site adjacent to the existing water tank.  2.  Remove and replace water tank at the same location, and 3. Locate the new tank at the Department of Public Works site.  There then followed a two (2) hour question and answer period from members of the public.  The Mayor and Council then added additional comments and observations and two (2) motions were presented to Council for their consideration.  This then ended the discussions on the proposed new water tank.  See immediately below for the outcome on the two (2) motions.

1.  Adopt Resolution 2009 - 01 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF 

NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR APPROPRIATIONS IN THE 2009 TEMPORARY OPERATING BUDGET PER N.J.S.A. 40A:4-19.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for appropriations in the 2009 temporary operating 
budget in accordance with state law.  The temporary budget is put in place the first meeting of the calendar year.  This budget allows the borough to 
operate for the first three months of the year while the borough completes the 2009 budget.  The individual departments developed their budgets and the council liaisons submit this information to the budget committee.  The budget committee will submit the budget to the governing body when 
completed.

This is a yearly application which allows the borough to receive State monies for our recyclable goods. Liaison Reports

Mayor Karen L. Hershey urged the members of Council to attend the presentation by Dr. Hossay on Thursday, January 29 at 7:00 PM to learn about municipal energy audits.  Regarding the water tower project, Ms. Hershey thanked the residents for their participation at the meeting, and she thanked the Council Members for their thoughtful and respectful exchange of opinions on the issue.  She indicated that the borough will revisit the issue of replacing the water tower in the near future. 
Council President Al Gabriel reported that the Island heights Environmental Committee will host a seminar “Solutions for Energy Independence” presented by Dr. Patrick Hossay on January 29, 2009 at 7:00 PM held at the Island Heights borough hall.       
Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department. For 2008 there were 17,233 calls to service, 347 reported cases, 113 arrests and 1,666 motor vehicle stops.   With the new computer software, incidents are entered into the police system a little differently than in past years.  The police department is working on a way to break it down for council reports.  Just a word of safety, with the upcoming extreme cold weather coming our way.  Please advise everyone, especially parents to have their children to stay off the Bay and River ice.  Included with the newsletter is a police notice pertaining to Ordinance 96-017 “Snow Emergency Parking”.    
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that dog and cat Licenses are due.  The fee for dogs and cats is $10.00 or $7.00 if spayed or neutered.  Must have spayed/neutered certificate to receive discount.  Also, as you know the rabies clinic was held this past Saturday.  During the rabies clinic, the borough issued 23 dog licenses and 14 cat licenses.
Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Island Heights Board of Health.  Special thanks to Pat Bailey, Pat Drapczak, Sharon Wilber, Dr. Margaret O’Rourke and Public Works for an efficient rabies clinic and licensing day this past Saturday.  There were over 50 dogs and cats vaccinated. Island Heights Senior Advisory Committee: Our January Senior Get-Together is this Thursday, January 15th starting at 8:45 with the first of our Wellness Speaker Series.  Island Heights resident Wendy Bright-Fallon will address how to handle your sugar cravings.  There will be computer class, movie time, lunch and yoga to complete the day.  Mark your calendars for February’s Get-Together which is Thursday, February 19th.  The Island Heights Library is hosting a Numerology Program sponsored by the Friends of the Library on Monday, January 26th at 7:00 PM.  Join Numerologist and Life Coach Michael John Fierro for an introduction to the ancient science of numerology.  Learn to understand the power in your name. Island Heights Cultural & Heritage:  The Cottage Museum is on winter hours and will be closed Jan-March, and can be seen by appointment only during the winter. The Island Heights Board of Education at its Monday night meeting commented on the recent discussion with them by Toms River School Superintendent Ritacco on shared services involving pre-school and kindergarten students and the use of our grade school.  There is no formal proposal or action being taken at this time.  Board President Robert Wilber announced the creation of an ad hoc committee made up of school board members, residents and teachers.  Its mission is to collect information from not only Toms River but other schools and districts regarding shared services and bring that information and its recommendations to the school board as a whole.  In the near future, each household will receive a letter detailing the membership of this committee and a more in-depth explanation of its purpose and goals. 
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Island Height Public Works once again had problems this past weekend with the Dirmitt Avenue sanitary pump station.  This station also services the residents in the Bay and Thomas Avenue area.  We would like to ask residents to please refrain from placing anything in the sanitary system other than toilet paper.  The problem at this pump station is ongoing
and is costing the tax payers considerable money.  If you have any questions whether something is suitable to be flushed in the sanitary
system, please feel free to call public works at (732) 270-6424 and they will assist you.
