Discussion Items
Water Tower:  There were three main items discussed on the proposed water tower:

1.  The time frame involved and the steps that needed to be accomplished in meeting the submission deadline of March 2, 2009 to N.J. Environmental Infrastructure Trust

2.  The sources of funding available to the Borough for the project other than the Infrastructure Trust Fund and

3.  The need to have the Public Works Site tested as a result of some of the comments made at previous council meeting.
Discussions on the water tower and testing at the Public Works site are ongoing and will be addressed at future Council Meetings.
Emails:  A discussion took place between the Mayor, Council and the Borough Attorney on the use of emails and whether this practice creates a conflict with the Sunshine Law.  It was stated that it did and also had an impact on the Open Public Records Act.  It was decided that a plan should be developed as to how to maintain records in any and all emails between the Mayor and Council members and whether it was appropriate that such emails should be generated in the first place.
