1.  Adopt Resolution 2009 - 11 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF 

NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING ADOPTION OF A TEMPORARY CAPITAL BUDGET.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for appropriations in the 2009 temporary capital budget.  As the 2009 municipal budget has not yet been adopted it is necessary to introduce a temporary capital budget so that the Ensor Place and Jackson Avenue road project and the water filter media project can proceed at this time. 2.  Introduction and first reading Ordinance 2009 – 01 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE MILLING AND REPAVING, REPLACING CURBS AND APRONS, DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS AS NEEDED 
AND PAVEMENT RECONSTRUCTION AT ENSOR PLACE AND JACKSON AVENUE AND APPROPRIATING $150,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $142,500.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2009 - 01, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the milling and repaving, replacing curbs and aprons, drainage improvements as needed and pavement reconstruction at Ensor Place and Jackson Avenue.  The cost of this project will be offset with a New Jersey Department of Transportation grant in the amount of $125,000.00. Discussion Items

Water Tower:  The Mayor and Council discussed a proposal from Taylor Wiseman and Taylor, Engineers / Surveyors for test pits and collection of soil samples and ground water sampling at the public works site.  The proposal not only included testing of the immediate area for the proposed water tank location but also the entire public works site.  In addition, comments were taken from members of the public.  However, no action was taken on the proposal.   
Liaison Reports
Mayor Karen L. Hershey reported that Professor Hossay's presentation on municipal energy efficiency on January 29 was very informative and illuminating.  She indicated that many council members, Environmental Committee members, Borough residents and non-residents attended the program.  She said that there was significant interest in learning more about renewable energy through the use of wind turbines and solar panels.  Dr. Hossay indicated that wind power is more cost effective than solar because it costs less per kilowatt hour, whereas solar requires a larger outlay of money and it takes much longer to recover the investment.  Dr.  Hossay stressed however that energy conservation through an audit program is key and that should be a municipality's first priority over any exploration of these alternative sources.
Mayor Hershey also said several members of the Environmental Committee and Borough residents would be attending Dr. Hossay's audit training  session on February 14.  She anticipates feedback on the course from the Environmental
Committee's Green Team.   Ms. Hershey stated that she is enthusiastic that the Borough is pursuing energy conservation.  
Council President Al Gabriel reported on buildings and grounds.  The public works employees will be painting the outside of the Island Heights Post Office and will be redecking the boardwalk.  These projects will be done weather permitting.  In addition, the Garden Club will be planting at three (3) additional sites in town; Triangle Park, Letter Park and by the flag pole at Borough complex.

Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the police department.  There have been eight investigative reports taken since the last council meeting.  In addition, there were three warrant arrests, two subjects arrest for motor vehicle violations, two motor vehicle accidents, one division of youth and family services report taken, where a child was threatened and assaulted, and there were 72 motor vehicle stops year to date.
Council Member Greg Heizler reported that he is working with Comcast to determine the logistics of broadcasting public meetings and/or announcements on a public access channel.

Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the 
Senior Advisory Committee:  Reminder that February’s Get-Together is Thursday, February 19th at the Island Heights Grade School in the large meeting room.  We continue our health speaker’s series with Wendy Bright Fallon discussing Eating for Energy, computer class, yoga and lunch & a movie. It all starts at 8:45am.

Island Heights Board of Education: The newly formed Ad hoc committee is researching opportunities for shared services and available options regarding school district consolidation plans held its second meeting this evening. The general public is welcome to observe the proceedings, but is not an open question and answer session for the public. Specific questions may be addressed to the Island Heights Board of Education at its regularly scheduled meetings. Future meetings will be posted on the school website (www.islandheights.k12.nj.us).  On the issue of consolidation, there will a panel discussion sponsored by the school superintendents’ association that is open to the public.  It will be held at 7:00 PM on Wednesday, March 11, 2009 at the Ocean County Administration Building in Toms River.  Invited panelists will include representatives from our legislative districts.  The Asbury Park Press has been invited to attend as well.
