Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members approved a resolution authorizing application for a loan from the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Financing Program.  The Borough submitted an appliation for renovations and repairs to pump stations at a total cost of $307,145.00.  Five (5) pump stations are covered by the application which was submitted to the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust by the March 2, 2009 deadline to qualify for funding under the Federal Government stimulus package for “Shovel Ready” projects. Liaison Reports
Mayor Karen L. Hershey had no report.

Council President Al Gabriel reported on all the potholes in the borough complex parking lot, which will have to be patched.  The Island Heights Post Office painting should be started in approximately two (2) weeks.  In addition, Mr. Gabriel stated he would like to put three (3) more benches down at Boy Scout Island.  Some pigeons have returned to the Central Avenue pavilion.  Public Works employee’s will power wash and put hot foot on the ledge.  Mr. Gabriel will propose two (2) leaf pickups in the early Spring.  Also, work will begin on the boardwalk the end of this month, weather and labor permitting.  The Borough will receive an additional quote on the beam in the police headquaters so this project can be started.       

Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  Since the last council meeting, there have been 15 investigative reports, one warrant arrests, two criminal mischief reports, one warrant arrest, one disorderly conduct report, one driving while intoxicated arrest, one domestic violence dispute report, one civil dispute report, one resident well being check report, two fall victims on borough property, one theft investigation, two property damage reports, three motor vehicle accident reports (one being a hit and run), and 2,789 calls to service reported this year.  In addition, there were 63 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting. 

Council Member Greg Heizler reported that in an effort to reduce costs, moving forward all tax and water/sewer payments should be mailed to the tax collector at the Borough main post office box 797 not post office box 588. 

Council Member Betsy Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee:  Please join us for March’s Get-Together is Thursday, March 19th at the Island Heights Grade School in the large meeting room.  We continue our health speaker’s series with Wendy Bright Fallon discussing Food for Body, Mind & Spirit to support your overall health…along with computer class, yoga and lunch.  Lunch will be provided so please join us. Our luncheon speaker will be Island Heights resident Matt Ward who will answer questions about reverse mortgages.  It all starts at 9:00 AM on Thursday, March 19th.  The Walking Club is coming back for Spring.  The Walking Club will meet every Monday and Wednesday at 8:00 AM and every Tuesday and Thursday evening at 7:00 PM.  Anyone who would like to walk together…we will “kick-off” again on Monday, March 23rd at 8:00 AM at the boardwalk.  Board of Education: The newly formed Ad Hoc Committee researching opportunities for shared services and available options regarding school district consolidation plans will hold its next meeting on Tuesday, March 24th at 6:00 PM at the Island Heights Grade School.  Toms River School Superintendent Michael Ritacco will present his proposal for school consolidation.  Just a reminder that the general public is welcome to observe the proceedings, but it is not an open question and answer session for the public.  The previously announced School Consolidation Forum has had a change of date; it will be this Thursday, March 12th at 7:00 PM at the Ocean County Administration Building at 101 Hooper Avenue.  Panelists will include among others…Executive County Superintendent Bruce Greenfield and Assemblyman David Wolfe. Discussion panels will cover The ABC’s of School Consolidation from various viewpoints as well as the Trenton perspective.
