1.  Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2009 – 03, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14)

2.  Public Hearing on Ordinance 2009 – 03.

Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2009 - 03, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing exceeding the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14.  This ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped portion of the budget to a maximum of 3.5% over the previous year. 4.  Public Hearing on the 2009 Municipal Budget.

Summary:  The public hearing on the 2009 municipal budget, which was introduced on April 28, 2009, was held at this meeting.  The borough auditor explained that the major increases in the budget were due to reduction in state aid, insurance, and pension costs.  After a brief discussion and an amendment to reduce the introduced budget by $5,400.00, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved the adoption of the 2009 municipal budget and tax resolution. Council President Al Gabriel reported on the flag pole at Wanamaker Complex.  The replacement parts have been received.  The ground needs to dry out before the borough can proceed with the repairs; new rope and the new ball on top.  A neighboring fire company will provide an aerial truck so the repairs and be done.      
Council Member John Bendel had no report.     

Council Member Michael L. Frankovich requested permission to install a clock in the tower on the north tower in the borough hall.  The clock is going to be dedicated in memory of past Mayor David M. Siddons and will be sponsored by the Rotary Club of Toms River.  Richard Gabriel our borough electrician has volunteered to install the clock at no charge to the borough.
