Liaison Reports
Council President Al Gabriel thanked Donald Roberts, Rob Harrington and all those involved in for the planting at River Avenue.  He stated that this year’s tax sale is at an all time high.  The flag pole at Wanamaker Complex will be repaired this weekend weather permitting.  This Saturday (June 27th) is Summer Brew at the fire house, starting at 5:00 PM.         
Council Member John Bendel reported that the June Planning Board meeting had been canceled.     

Council Member Michael L. Frankovich reported on the Island Heights Police Department.  There have been 15 investigative reports taken since the last council meeting; one possession of a knife report, one criminal mischief report, one disorderly conduct report, one motor vehicle accident report, two warrant arrests, one truancy report, two fraud / ID thefts reports, two psychological evaluations, one juvenile assault report, one under age drinking report, one theft of property report, one domestic violence assault report.  In addition, there have been 7,326 calls to service reported this year and 52 motor vehicle stops since the last meeting.  Public notice:  There have been concerns about the contact numbers for the police department.  The contact numbers are:  Non Emergency – Headquarters (732) 270-3006, Non Emergency but Need an Officer (732) 270-3000, and Emergency 9-1-1.  Update:  On June 5th, Theodore Riker III was sentenced to three years probation and ordered to make restitution in the amount of $2,483.63.  This subject was arrested and charged with theft by the Island Heights Police Department for theft of boat motor parts.  Finally, Mr. Frankovich stated that the clock for the north tower in the borough hall has been ordered.  The clock which was purchased by the Rotary Club of Toms River is going to be dedicated in memory of past Mayor David M. Siddons.  
Council Member Greg Heizler was absent.
Council Member Betsy Hyle had no report.
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that the Island Heights Recreation summer programs will start Monday July 6th.  The format for this year will have:  Basketball on Mondays; Flag Football on Tuesdays; Soccer on Wednesday, Arts and Crafts from 10-11:30 & Tee Ball on Thursdays; and Roller Hockey on Fridays. 

Tennis lessons sponsored by Friends of Recreation will begin on June 29th and continue through August 5th.  There is a small fee.  The annual 4th of July Bike Parade will be on Saturday, July 4th.  We will start from Memorial Field at 10:30 AM and end at the River Avenue Pavilion.  All residents are welcome regardless of age.  Show your patriotism and creativity by decorating you bike, wagon, stroller, hat or whatever!  Get ready to barbeque! The annual Camp Out Night will take place on the Wanamaker Field on July 18th.  Tents can be pitched at any time and the expectation is for another terrific event.  Astra will once again provide astronomy demonstrations.  All children must be accompanied by an adult.  Please bring a can of non-perishable food to support the food drive.
