First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2009 – 04, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REHABILITATION AND REPAIR OF THE SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM (ROOT TREATMENT), AND APPROPRIATING $20,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $19,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE THE SAME.

ISLAND HEIGHTS PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A.40A:4-87 (Chapter 159, P.L., 1948)

Liaison Reports
Council President Betsy Hyle reported on the  Senior Advisory Committee.  Just a reminder that gentle yoga (both chair and mat) will continue through the summer and fall every Thursday morning from 10:00 AM to 11:00 AM.  Classes are held in borough hall, and the cost is $5 per session or $25 for six sessions.  Chairs provided…please bring your own mat.  Recreation Committee:  Summer arts & crafts will be offered starting Thursday, July 23 from 10:00 AM to 11:30 AM at the Island Heights Grade School in the large meeting room.  Environmental Committee:  As we begin the new committee year, the borough attorney has been asked to review and better coordinate the current ordinance putting the environmental committee in place and the current bylaws; this in order to better define the purpose and responsibilities of the committee.  As well, the borough attorney has been asked to review the 1973 tree ordinance which was repealed in the late 1990s, the current tree ordinance which was put in place after the old one was repealed, and the proposed tree ordinance that the environmental committee has been working on for the past few years.

Council Member Al Gabriel reported the he and the administrator Adrian Fanning visited Beachwood Borough’s new watertower which is under construction, and they were very impressed.  Also, Mr. Gabriel mentioned again the property maintenance code.  He turned his code copy over to the borough attorney for his review and comment.  Also, Mr. Gabriel is very concerned about the appearance of our waterfront compared to our neighboring communites.  For years in the past our borough has been number one in appearance.  The borough is sadly slipping way back in appearance.
Council Member John Bendel had no report.

Council Member Jeffrey B. Silver had no report. 
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Public Works had a busy day repairing a 6" water main which ruptured on West End Avenue.  With some hard work the repairs were completed by nightfall.  At the same time public works was repairing a backed up sanitary main.  Should any resident see suspicious ponding, I ask that you contact the borough so it can be addressed.  The recycling numbers for Island Heights in 2008 showed some improvement over 2007.  This was largely due to the increase in mixed papers (paper/cardboard) recycling.  The new recycling center has made it easier for residents to help out the borough by reducing the amount of waste the tax payers would otherwise be paying to landfill.  Aside from the scheduled curbside pickups, the recycling center hours are the same as the Public Works facility and include Saturday’s hours from 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM.  We encourage you to also recycle brush, motor oil, computers, TV’s, batteries and a host of other materials.  Please visit or contact the Public Works facility at (732) 270-6424 should you have any questions about what you can and can not recycle.
