Second reading and adoption of Ordinance 2009 – 04, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REHABILITATION AND REPAIR OF THE SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM (ROOT TREATMENT), AND APPROPRIATING $20,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $19,000.00, IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE THE SAME.

First reading and introduction of Ordinance 2009 – 06, entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER XIII ENTITLED, “PROPERTY MAINTENANCE”, SUBSECTIONS 12-1 THROUGH 12-1.2 IN ORDER TO ADOPT THE INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE 2006 EDITION.

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2009 - 06, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending Chapter XIII entitled, “Property Maintenance”, subsections 12-1 through 12-1.2 in order to adopt the International Property Maintenance Code 2006 Edition. 6.  Adopt Resolution 2009 – 56 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE GRACE PERIOD FOR INTEREST TO BE CALCULATED TO BE EXTENDED.
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing the grace period for interest to be calculated to be extended.  Residents are given 25 days from the mailing of the tax bills to pay their 3rd quarter taxes, which are normally due August 1 of each year.  The borough also allows an additional 10 day grace period before interest is charged on delinquent taxes.  Third quarter taxes this year are due by August 18, 2009 with a grace period of an additional 10 days. Council Member Al Gabriel reported that there was a near accident at the boat yard dock with loose planks.  The planks were renailed by Mr. Gabriel and Henry Prior.  Mr. Gabriel strongly urges more residents to attend council meetings to be aware of whats happening in town.  He further stated that he would like to see more American Flags displayed by residents. 
Council Member John Bendel was absent. 
Council Member Jeffrey B. Silver passed on to the Borough Clerk the Island Heights application for "Sustainable New Jersey" Department of Environmental Protection Local Government Greenhouse Gas Reduction Grant Program.
Sustainable Jersey will provide municipalities that enter the program with a comprehensive package of tools, guidance materials, training, and financial incentives, to support a reward progress.  Sustainable Jersey will provide direction and resources for municipalities to institute programs that address sustainability and green communities.

Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Mike Tscalas was appointed to the Island Heights Board of Education to fill the seat vacated by Mayor Biggs; the BOE had three (3) total applicants.  Mr. Tscalas’ term runs until April.
Enrollment is still on the rise as we should have 120 students in the Island Heights Grade School this September.  The annual board and district goal setting meeting is scheduled for August
24th at 6:00 PM at the school.  Band camp starts August 3rd and runs for three (3) weeks M-W-F from 8:30 AM - 11:30AM.  We would like
the parents to encourage the students to take advantage of this as it has been very successful in the past.  Occupancy sensors have been placed in all of the classrooms in an effort to
save energy and operate more Green so to speak.  We are also in the process of upgrading the lighting in the gym to provide a more adequate lighting level as the lighting level now is only about half the foot candles it should be.  The new fixture will use a T-5 bulb which is more efficient and will allow the school to receive a
rebate in the process.
