1.  First reading and introduction Ordinance 2009 – 08 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE REPLACEMENT OF PUMP STATION, AND APPROPRIATING $70,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $66,500.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS TO FINANCE THE SAME.

Summary:  With two no votes, the Mayor and Council Members approved a proposal from CMX for services listed above in connection with the police / emergency management building.  The renovation work at the police / emergency management building covers the removal of the handicap concrete ramp and front and back steps, the installation of a steel beam in the crawl space, grading and handicap parking, replacement of handicap ramp and steps.  The cost of this work is estimated at $84,000.00, the bulk of which is covered by a community development block grant from the County of Ocean. 4.  Adopt Resolution 2009 – 66 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR THE INSERTION OF A SPECIAL ITEM OF REVENUE IN THE BUDGET OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A.40A:4-87 (CHAPTER 159, P.L. 1948).

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for the insertion of a special item of revenue in the budget of the Borough of Island Heights.  The item to be inserted is for funds to be received from the County of Ocean for the purchase of radios and safety vests.  This money was not available at the time the budget was adopted. 5.  Adopt Resolution 2009 – 67 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF OCEAN FOR THE 966 REIMBURSEMENT PROGRAM.

7.  Adopt Resolution 2009 – 69 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, URGING FCC TO TAKE ACTION TO MITIGATE ON GOING INTERFERENCE WITH RADIO COMMUNICATIONS AFFECTING FIRST RESPONDERS SERVING OCEAN COUNTY.

No one under the age of 18, unless accompanied by an adult will be permitted on the streets after the hour of 8:00 PM from Friday, October 23, 2009 through Friday, October 30, 2009. 


No one under the age of 18, unless accompanied by an adult will be permitted on the streets after the hour of 10:00 PM on Saturday, October 31, 2009 (Toms River Parade).


It is hereby proclaimed that ghosts and goblins shall be permitted to trick or treat between the hours of 2:00 PM and 8:00 PM on Friday, October 30, 2009.


This prohibition does not apply if the juvenile is:  engaged in, or traveling to or from a business or occupation which the laws of the State of New Jersey authorize a juvenile to perform; engaged in an errand involving a medical emergency; attending religious services, extracurricular school activities sponsored by a religious or community organization or other cultural, educational or social events or is in direct transit to or from such events (Ord. No. 94 – 09).

Council Member John Bendel reported that Ed and Kathy Strawder suggest that the borough create a committee of volunteers who could help anyone cited under the recently updated maintenance code who was physically unable to comply.  After this issue of the Mayor & Council Newsletter, there will be only five (5) issues distributed to households through post office boxes.  After that, printed copies of the newsletter will be available for pickup at borough hall and the post office.  Additionally, printed copies will be mailed to those who request to be placed on the mail list, and emailed to those who provide an email address.  Please contact April Elley at the borough hall if you wish to receive the newsletter through either of these methods.  So far according to April, 90 residents have signed up have printed copies mailed, and 120 have requested that digital copies be emailed.

Council Member Al Gabriel thanked Don Roberts, the Island Heights Environmental Committee and all the volunteers for the plantings at River Avenue this past Saturday.  Mr. Gabriel also complimented the Island Heights Garden Club for their plantings at Triangle Park.  Mr. Gabriel encourages all residents to take a ride by to see these plantings at both sites. 
Council Member Jeffrey B. Silver had no report.  

Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Island Heights Board of Education would like to thank the town for the help in removing the trees at the grade school.  This was necessary due to a requirement from the school insurance policy.  Island Heights recycling had to close the unmanned hours for the near term to correct some deficiencies in notifications and procedure which has led to improper recycling.  One such incident is the inclusion of lumber in the brush dumpster.  The county required us to remove all non-brush material or to landfill the entire dumpster.  The brush dumpster is strictly for brush and trimmings.  No wood, leaves or other plant derived products.  By the same token, the leaf dumpster can only accept leaves.  No grass.  Commingles are plastic, glass and aluminum cans only.  All plastics are not commingles.  Styrofoam is not recyclable.  All household trash is to be disposed of on Mondays and Thursdays at your curb, not the public works facility.  These and other recycling information will be made available at the individual dumpsters.  Please bear with us as we make these modifications to protect the town.  One last item to note is that all dumpster lids must remain closed in accordance with the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection stormwater regulations.  Thank you for your understanding and we hope to have the convenience of the Saturday afternoon and Sunday service restored in the near future.
