CMX Engineering:  Project Status Report Updates

Summary:  David Applegate from CMX Engineering gave a presentation on the projects that were submitted on November 2, 2009 to the New Jersey Environmental Trust Fund for funding in the 2010 calendar year.  The projects included the water tower, the water treatment plant, replacement of fire hydrants, and a pump station at West End Avenue.  The total cost of these projects is approximately $4.5 million dollars.  The Mayor and Council may wish to proceed with all or some of these projects at this time.  Design documents will have to be prepared and the engineer recommended that approval be given at
