Council Member Jeffrey B. Silver reported on the status of the Clean Energy audit.

Council Member Brian Taboada thanked Public Works for the terrific job they did maintaining egress on our streets throughout the last snow storm.  He would also like to remind everyone that on street parking regulations go into effect prior to snow storms.  If you can, please remove all vehicles and any other personal property from the streets prior to snow fall.  Cars are allowed to park on the Western side of North-South streets and on the Northern side of East-West streets.  The Island Heights Board of Education accepted applications for shared services through December 17th and has now started to go through them.  Separately, the BOE is reviewing close to 30 applications for the upcoming vacancy in the superintendants position.  These applications include a shared superintendant position with other districts as well.  The BOE committee hopes to whittle these applications down quickly and come back to the board with the strong candidates who will maintain the level of excellence we have come to enjoy at the grade school.
