Council President Betsy Hyle reported on the Senior Advisory Committee.  SAVE THE DATE:  Wednesday, January 20!  The next Senior Get-together will be in borough hall starting at 9:00 AM. Recreation Committee:  The new winter soccer clinic started up last Saturday and will continue each Saturday morning from 10:30 AM - Noon.  Basketball clinic continues on Wednesdays at 6:30 PM - 8:30 PM and baseball clinic is Sunday mornings 10:30 AM - Noon.  All clinics are held in the Island Heights Grade School gym.  The recreation committee also requested that handicapped accessible pathways for Memorial Field be considered for funding in the upcoming Community Development Block Grant application.

on the Sustainable New Jersey Program. We are also looking to assemble a "Green Team” for our community.  Please make time to attend and see what you can do to participate.

Council Member Brian Toboada reported that the Island Heights Board of Education (BOE) search for either a shared superintendent or a super/principle is in full swing.  The BOE will be holding three (3) additional meeting dates this month to conduct interviews as a board of a whole.  These meetings will move right into executive session, executive session is not open to the public, and no action will be taken.  The next regular meeting open to the public will be February 8th.  New Jersey Natural Gas ran an energy conservation poster contest that the Island Heights Grade School (IHGS) art students participated in.  Chase Capron a 5th grade student was one of three (3) winners from the area.  Chase will receive a lap top computer and the IHGS will receive $1,000.00 to perform an energy conservation project.  The BOE and Council congratulate Chase on a job well done!  Superintendent of the IHGS John Lichtenberg and the IHGS wants to thank all of the public works employees who did a fantastic job in regards to snow removal during the last storm. The continued shared service between the school and the town continues to be cost affective for the taxpayers.  Assistant Superintendent of Public Works Jon Brodbeck recently attended the Ocean County recycling coordinators meeting.  Unfortunately the county will no longer be accepting batteries for recycling.  In the near future we will be able to accept rechargeable batteries, so I ask the residents to please hold on to them for now.  The county will also being going to a single stream recycling sometime after March of this year.  This will change the way we recycle in Island Heights and stay tuned for further instructions.

Mayors’ Corner….

Mayor Biggs stated that from March to April, 2010 the United States Census Bureau will be mailing census forms to all households.  
When you fill out the census form, you’re making a statement about what resources our community needs going forward.  

Accurate data reflecting changes in our community is crucial in apportioning seats in the United States House of Representatives and deciding how more than $400 billion per year is allocated for projects like new hospitals and schools.  That’s more than $4 trillion over a 10-year period for things like new roads and schools, and services like job training centers.

Also, residents themselves have used census data to support community initiatives involving environmental legislation, quality-of-life issues and consumer advocacy.  

Mayor Biggs further stated that it is important to understand that we have to live with these numbers right or wrong until the next census in 2020.

The borough will make available a room to the census takers to assist any resident that may need help in completing the census form.  

Finally, Mayor Biggs mentioned after the December snow storm and traveling on roads such as Whittier it was refreshing to come back into Island Heights where the roads had been plowed nicely.
