Second public hearing community development block grant for 2010.
Summary:  The second public hearing regarding the funding availability from the community development block grant was held. Mr. Gabriel suggested that the borough allow Island Heights school children and youth to have input on the wording to be placed at the top of the water tower.

Council Member Brian Toboada thanked Mary Judge for giving us a heads up on a recycling
grant information which we passed along to the Island Heights Board of Education.  There
will be money available for recycling containers for schools on a 50/50 basis (which means Island Heights would have to pay for half).  This would include (from small to large) in-class bins, larger collection containers, or a roll-off box which would be helpful in accommodating the new single-stream recycling.
