1.  Adopt Resolution 2010 – 18 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING ADOPTION OF A TEMPORARY CAPITAL BUDGET.

Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution authorizing adoption of a temporary capital budget.  The temporary capital budget allows the borough to proceed with the Summit Avenue road project which is funded by a New Jersey Department of Transportation grant in the amount of $145,000.00. First reading and introduction Ordinance 2010 – 02 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE MILLING AND REPAVING, REPLACING CURBS AND APRONS AS NEEDED, RESETTING MANHOLES AND WATER VALVES AND PAVEMENT RECONSTRUCTION ON SUMMIT AVENUE AND APPROPRIATING $175,000.00 THEREFORE AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $166,250.00 IN GENERAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS OR NOTES TO FINANCE THE SAME.
Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2010 - 02, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing the milling and repaving, replacing curbs and aprons as needed, resetting manholes and water valves and pavement and reconstruction on Summit Avenue. 3.  Adopt Resolution 2010 – 12 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AWARDING A CONTRACT FOR THE F.Y. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT – IMPROVEMENTS TO 
POLICE STATION TO RECON CONTRACTING, INC. FOR THE BASE BID (EXCLUDING ITEM 9) 

AND ALTERNATE BID IN THE AMOUNT OF $69,335.00.

Community Development Block Grant – Improvements to police station to Recon Contracting, Inc. for the base bid (excluding item 9) and alternate bid in the amount of $69,335.00.  A Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $50,000.00 will be utilized to fund the bulk of this project.
