1.  Adopt Resolution 2010 - 30 entitled, RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR THE CREATION OF EMERGENCY TEMPORARY APPROPRIATIONS PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 96, P.L. 1951 (N.J.S.A.40A:4-20).
Summary:  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved a resolution providing for the creation of emergency temporary appropriations.  In accordance with state law, the borough passes a temporary budget at the beginning of each year to operate the borough until the final budget is passed later in the spring.  The temporary budget passed in January covers only the first three months of the year.  It was necessary to pass a resolution increasing the temporary budget for an additional three (3) months. Council Member Brian Taboada reported that the Island Heights Board of Education is pleased to announce the search for a new Superintendant has concluded with the hiring of Ms. Loren Fuhring.  After all the applications and proposals for shared superintendant services were reviewed, not only was Ms. Loren Fuhring the stand out candidate, but she came as a cost savings to the district over all other options.  Also this Friday, March 26th, there will be a special Board of Education meeting to introduce and discuss the Island Heights Grade School budget for next year.  The Board of Education is also accepting applications to fill a vacant seat.  This vacancy is for 1 year term and is in addition to the two 3 year seats on the upcoming school election ballot.  The Island Heights Recycling Center has been available weekdays until 6:00 PM.  We ask that you please follow proper recycling procedures.
