1.  First reading and Introduction Ordinance 2010 – 07 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14)

Summary:  After first reading and introduction of ordinance 2010 - 07, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance authorizing exceeding the municipal budget appropriation limits and to establish a cap bank per N.J.S.A.40A:4-45.14.  The ordinance is in accordance with the budgeting procedures, which permits the borough to increase appropriations within the capped portion of the budget to a maximum of 3.5% over the previous year.
