Second reading and adoption Ordinance 2010 – 08 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER XVI (WATER AND SEWER) OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH TO REVISE THE WATER AND SEWER RATE SCHEDULE FOR VARIOUS FEES AND CHARGES AND THE COLLECTION THEREOF.

2.  Public Hearing Ordinance 2010 – 08.

Summary:  After the public hearing of ordinance 2010 – 08, the Mayor and Council Members unanimously approved an ordinance amending Chapter XVI (water and sewer) of the code of the borough to revise the water and sewer rate schedule upward to cover the costs of a new water tower and treatment plant.  The increase should amount to approximately for the minimum $18.00 per quarter per household, or $72.00 annually. 4.  Public Hearing on the 2010 Municipal Budget and Tax Resolution.

Summary:  The public hearing on the 2010 municipal budget, which was introduced on June 10, 2010, was held at this meeting.  The borough auditor explained that the major increases in the 
budget were due to reduction in state aid, insurance, and pension costs.  After a brief 
discussion, with two no votes and one abstention, the Mayor and Council Members approved the adoption of the 2010 municipal budget and tax resolution. JULY 18, 2006 WITH A CURRENT BALANCE OF $131,000.00.
