Mayors’ Corner….

Mayor Biggs thanked residents for complying with the parking during snow emergencies (ordinance 96-017).  The Island Heights Police Information Bulletin on parking during a snow emergency is located on the borough website www.islandheightsboro.com.  Adhering to the parking during snow emergency allows our public works department to clear roads more efficiently and more safely.  Also thank you to those residents who took time to clear paths to allow for emergency personnel to gain access if need be.  Also thank you to those who clear the areas around the fire hydrants!
According to the Ordinance of the Borough of Island Heights water meters shall be installed for every residence, commercial and business establishment.  Irrigation meters are available to property owners to measure the water used solely for an underground irrigation system or an outside hose bib independent of the domestic water system and the meter shall be purchased from the Borough at cost.  These meters are billed strictly water for the 3rd and 4th quarters of the billing year.  If you are interested in an irrigation meter please contact the Island Heights Public Works Dept. at (732)270-6424.  Costs are approximately $150.00.  Installation is at the homeowner’s expense and requires a plumbing permit.
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
