Council Member John Bendel read the Island Heights Environmental Committee's 2010 Annual Report into the record.  These are the committee's accomplishments 2010:
* Organized a “Designing a Sustainable Community” presentation for Island Heights, Point Pleasant, Lavallette, and other communities.
* Applied for an Environmental Efficiency Community Block Grant, which is bringing $50,000 worth of energy upgrades to borough hall at no cost to the town.
* Continued work on a tree ordinance.
* Attended CORE training to qualify for Community Forestry Plan Grant.
* Year two of the river grass planting project through a Trust for Public Lands Grant.
* Organized a Winter Speaker Series:  Dr. Stan Hales on the Barnegat Bay, Dr. Paul Jivoff on Blue Crab Biology, Joel Mott on the Pinelands (canceled due to weather).
* Planned Earth Day event.
* Distributed 98 free white pine tree seedlings.
* Planted approximately 24 small dogwoods (mostly in Camp Meeting Walk).
* Organized a town-wide cleanup.
* Organized a Heritage Tree Hunt.
* Staffed a table at Sailfest to distribute information.
* Staffed a table at Island Heights Heritage Day to distribute information.
* Staffed a table at the Barnegat Bay Festival to distribute information.

Council Member Joe Rogalski reported that the Island Heights Police Department and specifically Officer Matt Curtis want to extend their thanks to the Island Heights Fire Police Captain Ed Fagan, for volunteering to stay at a live wires down call in the interest of public safety as Officer Curtis was the only police officer on duty at the time and had other calls to respond to.
Council Member Jeffrey B. Silver had no report. 
Council Member Brian Taboada reported that public works will be replacing the length of storm pipe on Lake Avenue in front of the First Aid Squad.  This pipe has been patched throughout the years and has decayed to the point of requiring the replacement of approximately 20'.  The job should be completed in the next two weeks and we ask your patience.  Mike O'Donnell of O'Donnell Stanton and Associates provided the borough with an updated plan for the Long Point Bulkhead.  This plan has been forwarded to our New Jersey Department Environmental Protection Landuse case manager to be included in our file.  With that all permitting is good to go for the bulkhead replacement project.  The Request For Proposals for the Long Point Bulkhead replacement is done with a quick
QA/QC to follow.  Expect the borough to advertise this project within the next week or so.

Mayor Biggs would like to remind residents as they venture outside during the nice weather and start tending to their yards, that the Island Heights Recycling Center is open 7 days a week from 8:00 AM to 6:00 PM.  Leaves will not be picked up by the garbage contractor Waste Management.  The Recycling Center has a container for leaves and a container for brush, which residents may place branches 5” or smaller in diameter.  Each container has a regulation sign, kindly adhere to those regulations.  Public works will pick up leaves throughout town April 18 through April 21 only, and then resume with each Friday beginning November 4 (except holidays) through the end of the year. 
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
